SIMPLE COMPLICATED SENTENCE IN THE SYSTEM OF SYNTACTIC UNITS

Summary. A simple complicated sentence is one of the current problems of Ukrainian linguistics. The purpose of the
article is to define the differential features of a simple complicated sentence in modern linguistics. Achieving the goal involves
describing different approaches, concepts of components research that complicate a simple sentence. Scientific novelty. The
main features of simple complicated sentences are established and considered in comparison with mono- and polypredicative
structures. The status of semi-predictive units in the diachronous aspect is analyzed. Methodology. The study of a simple
complicated sentence was carried out taking into account achievements both in linguistic Ukrainian studies and in linguistics
as a whole. The main provisions are based on the works of A. S. Akhmanova, V. V. Vinogradov, I. R. Vykhovanets, A. P Zag-
nitko, G. A. Zolotova, A. S. Melnichuk, K. F. Shulzhuk and others. For a long time, the concept of simple complicated sentence
was not considered in linguistics. In particular, in the sixteenth and eighteenth century’s grammars, there was no chapter
on the syntactic structure of the language at all, or the syntactic chapter contained only the description of the peculiarities
of the combination of words, rules on the word order in a sentence, etc. In the works of the XIX century we observe the
development of the theory about the sentence (the works of L. Slugotsky, M. Wozniak, G. Paslavsky, etc.). In the grammars
of the early twentieth century the analysis of the complicating components of the sentence was enhanced (see works by
1. Nechuy-Levytsky, 0. Popovych, O. Kurilo, V. Simovych, 0. Sinyavsky, etc.). In the grammars of the second half of the twen-
tieth century we observe the theory of the simple complicated sentence. In the 80’5 and 905 textbooks, monographs contain
chapters such as «Simple Complicated Sentence», which discusses sentences with homogeneous parts of the sentence, with
detached secondary parts of the sentence, parenthesis and parenthetical words, phrases and sentences, direct addresses. In
the works of the 21st century, linguists continue to study simple complicated sentences, clarify discussion questions, specify
the scope of this concept (A. Zagnitko, K. Shulzhuk, A. Moisienko). Conclusions. So, the formation of the theory of the simple
complicated sentences has been going on for a long time, starting from the XVIll-XVIIl centuries — since the beginning of the
theory of sentence in general. The XIX century is marked by the first studies of homogeneous parts of the sentence and other
complicating constructions. The XX century became the stage of approval of terminology and development of different views
and concepts. The XXI century is a period of specifying the components of the simple sentence, which complicate its structure,
and the emergence of new approaches. The prospects for further study are seen in a thorough analysis of all manifestations of
the simple complicated sentence at different stages of the development of syntactic science in different structural languages.
