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diminishing the supply of domestic credit. Moreover, in emerging economies, private
loans often act as substitutes for external borrowing. During times of escalated
geopolitical risk, financial institutions may decrease their risk appetite, thereby aiming
to lower their lending levels. However, countries open to financial globalization may
find it easier to access foreign funds, potentially mitigating the adverse impacts of
geopolitical risks on domestic credits. In essence, geopolitical risks can adversely
affect domestic loans through various means, including impacts on "firm investments,"
"household expenditures," "credit supply," and the "substitution effect." [4].

Financial sector credit represents a primary avenue for financing private firms'
and government enterprises' investments. Previous studies have suggested that during
high-risk periods, companies often postpone or cancel investments, linked to concerns
about geopolitical risk and a lack of financial resources. This hesitation in investing
due to geopolitical risk can also be tied to reduced lending opportunities within the
financial sector, as lenders may exhibit skepticism regarding investment returns and
potential default risks associated with loans. Consequently, geopolitical risk can
restrict loan supply, hampering investment. This limitation may lead to decreased
economic performance in emerging countries due to reduced competitiveness in terms
of financial development.

Regarding households, the demand for credit to purchase cars, houses, and high-
value items tends to decrease during high geopolitical risk periods. While increased
household credit can support economic performance, geopolitical risk can impede
economic activity through the credit channel. Governments, at this stage, could provide
additional benefits for households to bolster domestic credit levels. In instances of a
surge in the Geopolitical Risk index, public financial institutions could significantly
enhance fund availability. However, this policy implication might be effective only in
the short term, whereas in the long term, public policies contribute to stability and
transparency in economic policies.

In terms of companies, it's essential for them to monitor global and regional events
that could instigate or exacerbate geopolitical risk. During times of geopolitical
uncertainty, firms might opt to hold more cash in response to tightening credit
conditions. Given that external funding can act as a substitute for domestic credit, local
firms could consider borrowing from international markets to finance projects during
periods of geopolitical risk.

In summary, these geopolitical risks can affect international credit operations by
introducing uncertainty, altering trade patterns, impacting financial markets, and
potentially influencing credit availability and interest rates. The interconnected nature
of global financial systems means that geopolitical tensions can have far-reaching
implications for credit markets and lending practices. The link between geopolitical
factors and international credit is vital in today's financial landscape, especially post
the 2008-2009 Global Financial Crisis. Tools like the Geopolitical Risk Index aid in
analyzing how geopolitical tensions impact credit. Such risks affect domestic credit
through various channels, influencing firm investments, consumer confidence, and a
country's investment profile. They also impact capital flows and the availability of
credit, particularly in emerging economies.Global challenges like U.S. and China
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tensions, cyber threats, technology decoupling, regional conflicts, emerging market
stress, and climate policies directly affect international credit operations. A proactive
strategy acknowledging this complex relationship is crucial to mitigate potential
disruptions in the financial system, helping navigate these challenges to safeguard
against economic instabilities.
