A CLASSROOM BATTLE OF WITS
We have entered the age of Al. It has become an integral part of our
professional lives as educators. It is now everywhere, reshaping the way we teach and
learn. For teachers, one thing is clear: we cannot ignore it. We must learn how to use
it effectively, how to recognize its influence in student work, and how to integrate it
meaningfully into classroom activities. As teachers, we are expected to stay one step

ahead of our students — a task that is increasingly challenging in the age of Al.

We aim to share our own experience of teaching with the help of ChatGPT —
how to reshape classroom activities, design teaching materials, and assign homework
with the understanding that students can complete tasks in minutes using Al. Most
importantly, we will explore how to turn ChatGPT from a potential foe into a
valuable ally, showing that it is not something to fear, but a tool that can be truly
helpful and reliable once you know “how to tame the dragon™.

We admit that ChatGPT was a real breakthrough for us. Actually, it was love at
first sight. It amazed us with its ability to create texts and tasks in no time —tireless,
working non-stop, offering ideas, giving hints, and, more recently, finding various
sources on the Internet. It became clear: we would never be the same. There is no
way back. Life has changed.

However, it was not just love — there was also frustration, fear, doubts, and
anger. Along with the realization that it was necessary to change our classroom
activities, came the understanding that the way we check students’ homework had to
change too. A lot had to change.

Attending seminars, workshops, and reading works on the topic really helped
calm our nerves and allowed us to start implementing new strategies in the
classroom.

So, there is now a list of dos and don’ts we created and are implementing
actively. Among DON’TS:

1. Absolutely NO essays for homework, absolutely NO grammar or
vocabulary exercises, absolutely NO tests in Moodle, or anything else that can be
done with the help of ChatGPT and presented as an individual student task.

2. Absolutely NO taking it for granted that the work is genuinely the
student’s own.

3. Absolutely NO checking or evaluating such tasks as if they were
authentic.

4, Teachers should NOT be fooled by work that may have been generated
by Al.

Among DOs:
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1. Students are clearly informed that doing home assignments is essential
for practising and developing necessary language skills. Their achievements will
definitely be checked, evaluated, and assessed in class. To support this, we create
short tests in Moodle, and students are supervised to ensure they don’t use anything
that’s not allowed.

2. They are free to use any resources to prepare for essay writing, but
essays are written only in class.

3. They are allowed to use any Al tools to create their presentations, but
they must speak using their own words.

4, They can consult Al and use it for research, but they must demonstrate
that they are familiar with the sources.

5. Students are encouraged to explore new ways of using Al at home and to
demonstrate the knowledge they have acquired in class.

In conclusion, we view it primarily not as a battle or competition, but as a
‘win-win’ solution from which both sides can benefit.
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
