One of the key challenges facing the domestic
system of continuing postgraduate education
is enhancing the professional competence
of foreign language teachers and creating a
supportive environment for their professional
growth. This article addresses the development
and improvement of English teachers’ receptive
language skills (listening and professionally-
oriented reading), highlighting them as practical
tools for enhancing their foreign language
communicative  competence  within  the
postgraduate education system.

The article outlines teachers’ main receptive
language  skills—listening and professionally-
oriented  reading—specifying  their  purpose
and providing teaching techniques suitable for
adult education. It argues that in postgraduate
training, improving educators’ foreign language
communicative competence should begin with
developing listening skills, thereby deepening
the teacher’s understanding of this activity's
three main functions. The text also identifies the
essential skills an English teacher should develop
to enhance their methodological listening abilities.
It also provides examples of exercises that can be
effectively used in adult education.

Furthermore, the article analyses the fundamental
stages of developing an English teacher’s foreign
language communicative competence during
professional development courses, focusing
on improving their professionally-oriented
reading skills. It outlines effective strategies for
developing a teacher’s professionally oriented
foreign language reading. It includes a list of
exercises for developing skills of reading for gist,
for specific information and for detail, all of which
contribute effectively to the development of the
English teacher’s foreign language competence.

This is an excellent activity for any level to help
students focus entirely on listening and improve their
concentration. Ask the participants to close their eyes
and focus for 30 seconds. While listening, they should
pay attention to the sounds around them, for example,
footsteps in the hallway, a ticking clock, etc. After
30 seconds, ask what sounds they heard. Afterwards,
ask the participants to listen again with their eyes
closed. This time, you will perform an action, and they
must guess what you are doing based on the sound
they hear. For example, writing on the board, crumpling
some paper and throwing it in the bin, opening the

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window, eating a sweet and crumpling the wrapper,
jumping on the spot, drinking some water from a glass,
pushing a chair under a desk, drumming your fingers
on the desk. It is an excellent warm-up activity [6].

2. Up the Trail

This activity encourages students to predict what
they will hear next.

Tell the students that they will listen to a story, and
you will pause occasionally to ask them what they
think will happen next. You can start by demonstrating
how to do the task: you read the first sentence, and
the students suggest what might come next.

Tell the story, stopping so that the students can make
their predictions. You can give them the necessary
vocabulary beforehand and then ask what the story
might be about if it contains those words [5, p. 58].

3. Listening to the exact text at different levels
of information processing

Activities should involve Listening Comprehension
level (Listening for gist, for specific information and
in detail), level of creative processing of perceived
information, and level of application of acquired
information in communication and other activities.

Speaking about the development of reading
comprehension skills in teachers, special attention
should be paid to the development of mediation
skills, namely, to mediating a text. According to the
CEFR Companion Volume, they include relaying
specific information, explaining data, processing a
text, translating a written text, note-taking, expressing
a personal response to creative texts, and analysing
and criticising creative texts. Also, we should take into
consideration mediation strategies to explain a new
concept (linking to previous knowledge and breaking
down complicated information) and to simplify a text.
The activities we offer to develop teachers’ reading
skills also aim to develop some of these mediation
competencies and strategies.

1. Asking questions about the text you are
reading. Asking questions while reading leads

to a deeper understanding of the core content.
Furthermore, this active asking facilitates identifying
and analysing embedded themes, motifs, and
other structural elements that might otherwise be
overlooked. Questions can focus on understanding
the main idea, supporting details, or making
predictions. This active engagement helps readers
monitor their comprehension and identify areas
needing clarification.

2. Linking to previous knowledge. Make three
categories of connection as defined by Colleen
Buddy: Text-to-Text, Text-to-Self, and Text-to-World.
This will link your reading to specific texts or events
you have studied or experienced. The questions you
may use:

How do the ideas in this text remind you of another
text (story, book, movie, song, etc)?

How do the ideas in this text relate to your own life,
ideas, and experiences?

How do the ideas in this text relate to the larger
world — past, present, and future?

3. Drawing inferences. Experienced readers
use their previous knowledge about a topic and the
information they have learnt from the text thus far
to make predictions about what might happen next,
which is essential for comprehending text.
