Introduction. In Ukraine, significant transformations have taken place in the sphere of
public finance under martial law. The structure of the state budget has effectively been divided into
“civilian” and “military” components, each of which has specific characteristics in terms of revenue
and expenditure. International financial assistance plays an important role, as it is directed exclusively
to financing the “civilian” part of the budget, while defense expenditures are covered by domestic
revenues. Research into the structure of budget expenditures under martial law allows us to identify
changes in government policy priorities and assess the impact of these changes on the government's
social programs.

Materials and methods. The information basis for the analysis was provided by official
data from the Ministry of Finance of Ukraine, the National Institute for Strategic Studies, analytical
reports from international institutions, and scientific works by Ukrainian researchers. The purpose of



the article is to use systematic analysis to study the transformations in the structure of Ukraine's state
budget expenditures under martial law and to assess the consequences of such changes. The research
employed methods of analysis and synthesis, a systematic approach, comparison, generalization and
scientific abstraction.

Results and discussion. Under martial law, fiscal challenges are significantly exacerbated
by the need to finance defense, restore critical infrastructure, and provide social support to the affected
population of the country. The dynamics of Ukraine's state budget expenditures for 2021-2024 have
been analyzed, revealing an increase in the share of defense expenditures in the budget structure under
martial law and a corresponding reduction in funding for social programs, which is changing the
priorities of budget policy. The need to find balanced solutions in budget policy that would combine
the priority of defense spending with support for socio-economic development is emphasized.

Conclusions. Under martial law, Ukraine's state budget expenditures increased, with priority
given to defense and security funding. This structure is objectively necessary to preserve statehood,
but it is accompanied by cuts in spending on education, health care, social protection, etc. This creates
risks of a deterioration in the quality of life and a slowdown in innovative development. Therefore,
there is a need to balance budget priorities, improve procedures for adjusting budget programs,
optimize public debt management, and intensify efforts to attract international assistance for the
country's reconstruction.
