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COHESION POLICY AND INFORMATION STABILITY AS
KEY FACTORS OF EUROPEAN INTEGRATION DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. The article examines the strategic role of cohesion policy and
information resilience as fundamental pillars for Ukraine's European integration amid
unprecedented geopolitical challenges. Within the 2024 EU Enlargement Package
framework, integration is defined not merely as a technical adoption of the acquis, but
as a complex security operation aimed at continent-wide stability. Cohesion policy,
traditionally viewed as an economic leveling tool, has evolved into a defensive
mechanism against hybrid threats, where reducing regional disparities serves as the
first barrier against ‘wedge strategies' aimed at societal polarization. The research
analyzes the financial architecture of EU funds (ERDF, ESF+, Cohesion Fund) for
2021-2027, totaling 392 billion euro, and the specific application of the 50 billion euro
Ukraine Facility for municipal recovery. Special attention is given to Chapters 22
(Regional Policy) and 10 (Information Society), highlighting Ukraine's 2024 progress,
including the approval of the NUTS-UA statistical nomenclature and digital
accessibility legislation. The study explores information resilience through the FIMI
(Foreign Information Manipulation and Interference) framework, proposing the
STRIDE model (Detection, Legislation, Inoculation, Coordination) to counter Al-
driven manipulation. By evaluating the Baltic states' experience (Estonia’s digital path
and Lithuania’s infrastructure protection) alongside Ukrainian case studies (Irpin,
Bucha, Hostomel), the author demonstrates how decentralized governance and
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community-led reconstruction enhance national immunity. The article identifies risks
of fiscal centralization and concludes that the synergy between socio-economic
cohesion and cognitive defense is vital for achieving strategic autonomy and meeting
EU membership criteria by 2030. The findings suggest that sustainable development
requires a transition from reactive responses to systemic reforms based on transparency
and rule of law. Ultimately, the strategic alignment of Ukraine’s institutional
transformation with European standards serves as a definitive catalyst for long-term
continental security and sustainable post-war recovery.
