The first is a blind peer review by
the members of the editorial board of the journal for relevant areas: neither the authors nor the
reviewers do not know each other. Also, this stage involves checking articles for plagiarism,
however, in accordance with the terms of publications, full responsibility for the borrowing of
material and copyright violation lies on the author of the publication.

Il stage. The second review is carried out by the higher educational establishments (Volodymyr
Dahl East-Ukrainian National University and Lugansk Institute of Post-graduate Pedagogical
Education) and scientific organization “Sobornist”. After completion of the whole review process
and receiving of positive result, the journal is considered on academic councils of the higher
educational institutions. Only after the decision of the academic council about printing of the
scientific journal Virtus it is passed to the publisher.

We address with the words of sincere gratitude to all who responded to our projects in this hard
time who supported them by submitting materials, readiness for collaboration. Thank you for your
help, useful advices, a wide response, interest in the declared range of problems! We hope that this
experience will have continuation for more years and our new project — journal Virtus will be also
productive.
