POLITICAL CORRECTNESS IN THE MEDIA:
NEW GENDER NAMES TO AFFECT PERSONALITY

With the development of feminist movement [5], on
the one hand, and due to changes in gender policy in
most societies [1], on the other, some languages,
English and Ukrainian in particular, have undergone
modifications in vocabulary known as Political
Correctness, which has to be accepted as a must by
the media [2; 3]. Newly introduced gender neutral terms
are meant to raise public awareness in questions of
social gender equality. Such changes have had
prescriptive character and some of these changes have
become compulsory for the media and they have been
introduced in grammar textbooks.

The notion "correctness" implies that this or that
word is used correctly in social aspect and thus the
usage of politically correct language can change the
public perception of various aspects of social life in
general and, especially, gender roles [4].

The question has arisen whether native speakers are
sensitive to such alteration of language norms and
vocabulary, whether they find them necessary, essential
and vital to experience gender social equality. The
research represents findings which give insight into

how Ukrainian Master students of English philology
perceive importance of such changes and politically
correct vocabulary in Ukrainian, their native language,
and English, their second language. All of them did the
course Gender Studies which covers historical, social
and linguistic aspects of gender issues.

The respondents were twenty four female master
students, aged 21-22, who were asked to share their
opinion on the following questions:

1.  How important is Political Correctness in the
aspect of gender?

2. Did newly created job titles give women equality
on the job market?

3. Are there any specific jobs that should be done
only by men or only by women?

4. Do you consider Ukrainian to be a sexist
language?

5. When you come across the English pronoun he
in instructions, rules, prescriptions written for
representatives of both sexes, do you feel that women
are addressed in such cases as well?6. Does the
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Ukrainian pronoun BiH include representatives of both
sexes?

The obtained results have shown that 45,8% of the
respondents consider Political Correctness to be worth
paying attention to while the same amount of
respondents does not support this idea, with 8,4% of
the respondents being in favour of the thought that
Political Correctness cannot be influential in any aspect
of'social life.

Whereas answering the next question about new job
perspectives for women, which has been closely
connected with the introduction of new job titles and
thus having led to some shift in social perception of
women's roles in society, most master students (87,5%)
agreed that changes in the vocabulary might have been
crucial and advantageous to help women start careers
in spheres traditionally considered to be men's
professional fields.

Reflecting on the question about jobs suitable for
representatives of two sexes, 58,3% of the respondents
have agreed with the statement that there are some
specific jobs that can be done either by men or by
women, while 47,3% of the respondents do not approve
of this widely spread social stereotype.

Most participants (83,3%) have backed the idea that
Ukrainian cannot be seen as a sexist language.

The respondents (78%) were likely to support the
idea that generic pronoun he excludes women, howbeit
they regarded the Ukrainian pronoun BiH to include
representatives of both sexes.

The interpretation of the questionnaire results might
show that master students proved to be more sensitive
to gender aspects in English while being more reluctant
to gender changes in their native language.
