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DESIGNATIONS OF JOTNAR IN OLD NORSE:
A COGNITIVE DIMENSION

This research focuses on cognitive premises of language units
verbalizing the mythic concept JOTUNN (Engl. JOTUN) in Old Norse
Eddic texts. JOTNAR as supernatural beings inherent to the Nordic
mythic space are regarded as a class of open systems marked by a set of
hypertrophied ontological and functional features (primarily those of
“expanding”, “absorbing” and “power-wielding”), specific locative and
ambivalent axiological features. I reconstruct the basic “nano-myths”
(“code-ons”) that 1iconically outline the JOTUN-system’s “preset”
trajectories of behavior and interaction with other systems through
etymological analysis of the concept’s names (jotunn, purs and risi)
followed by broader analogue speculations. These features constitute the
content of the basic operator (quantor) X00, that functions as the
categorizational filter for the derivative conceptual models and derivative
senses

Conceptualized features of the JOTUN-system are presented as
cognitive models and respective frame-like structures connected in a
dynamic “cluster”. Further analysis allows identifying different types of
logical and semantic connections between these structures.

This research employs a broad universalia-oriented interdisciplinary
approach (M-logic) that focuses on the idea of irrational rationalization of
reality (world-building) and encompasses the theory of myth-oriented
semiosis. The identified semantic features and cognitive models are
integrated into a model of a hierarchic plane of an open system thus
therefore creating a “cognitive matrix” of the JOTUN concept.

The correlations between the sets of conceptualized features are
discussed in terms of their complementary, determinative and causative
correlations. Overall, JOTNAR appeared as an imbalanced (chaotic)
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system capable of fractal expansion. I also highlight the systemic
premises of a paradox-type symbiosis between JOTNAR and the AESIR.
