COMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCE
OF FUTURE SPECITALISTS
IN PHYSICAL CULTURE AND SPORT

Communicative competence is always acquired
by the social context. It requires individual awareness
of their needs and values, techniques of work;
understanding of their perceptual skills, i.e. the
ability to perceive the environment without subjective
distortion (persistent prejudices) about certain issues;
readiness to accept new in the environment; correct
perception of their capabilities in understanding the
norms and values of other cultures and social groups;
understanding their feelings and mental states due to
the influence of environmental factors; knowledge of
ways to personalize the environment; awareness of
their culture.

Communicative competence -~ a complex
formation of personality, which is a set of
communications knowledge and skills used in her
work and communication.

Communicative  competence  has  several
sources in the making of the human person:
broadcast communication skills in the interpersonal
interaction with others, mastering cultural heritage,
observing the behavior of others and analysis of
acts of communication, playing in the imagination
of communicative situations. The development
of communicative competence in the social-
psychological training possible in terms of two
approaches: focus on finding a rich arsenal of
communication and overcoming difficulties which
may arise during the communication.

Personality enters a process of communication,
having a degree of self-esteem and self-awareness,
experiencing development in interpersonal
interactions. Implementation of individual subjectivity
in its communication associated with the presence
of her high level of communicative competence.
Communicative competence is a prerequisite for
successful communication and professional realization
of the individual.

Meanwhile, the mandatory requirements to
communicative competence of specialists in physical
culture and sports are: possession of verbal and
nonverbal ways of speech, ability to listen, ability
vidnahodyty common ground with different groups,
easily come into contact with people, the ability to
persuade and compromise in human relations, ability
to understand the interlocutor and achieve mutual
understanding and so on.

In this context of communicative competence
of future specialists in physical culture and sports
should be based on the substance of the structural

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components of communicative competence and
determination of parameters and its formation, which
enables to find out ways in terms of technology and
its development and correction, and forming methods
of influence on some of its components.

By applying a systematic approach to problem
analysis communicative competence can identify
at least four of its main structural components:
cognitive (cognitive), communicative speech, social,
perceptual and interactive. All structural components
of communicative competence are inseparable unity
among themselves, but for ease of analysis, we
consider each component separately.

By the cognitive component includes the
following specifications subject: communication
of knowledge, experience with positive personal-
communication instruction.

Communicative speech components include: the
ability to speak, ability to listen; non-verbal means of
communication.

Socio-perceptive  component  comprising: a
capacity for empathy (vminnyaspivchuttya, empathy),
the ability to regulate emotional state of interaction
(educational profesiynavzayemodiya), the ability
to adequately interpersonal perception (the ability
to «read» facial understanding psyhychnoho state
opponent) capacity for dialogue style interaction and
communication in professional situations.

Interactive  components include: possession
flexible communication strategy, tactics possession
of interaction, the ability to constructive behavior
in conflict situations, the technique of belief in
interaction.

A special place in the structure of professional
communicative competence of physical culture
and sports occupy the ability of nonverbal speech,
namely kinesychni — expressive body movements
(gestures, facial expressions, pantomimika, posture,
gait), eye contact (eye); prosodic — voice and
language (intonation, volume, timbre, tempo, rhythm,
diction, pitch, tone); extralinguistic — physiological
manifestations (pause, laugh, cry, cough); takesychni —
dynamic touch (handshake, a kiss); proksemichni —
spatial structure of communication (orientation
and angle of communication partners, distance);
olfactory — smells (body odor, the smell of cosmetics
and perfumes). These skills are essential for effective
implementation specialists of sports and recreational
activities aimed at solving the problems of training,
education and rehabilitation of the individual.

With formed in the process of training
communicative competence of future specialists in
physical culture and sports be realized successfully
the tasks and functions that would place them in front
of their future professional activity.
