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PROBLEMS AND PERSPECTIVES IN EUROPEAN EDUCATION
DEVELOPMENT: STATE AND PRIVATE UNIVERSITIES
IN THE CZECH REPUBLIC

Introduction

Problems and perspectives in European education development can be best
shown on the example of the education development in the Czech Republic. Higher
education system in the Czech Republic largely resembles educational systems in the
majority of the EU Member States and the issues and problems are also likely to be
similar. Higher education institutions constitute the highest level of education in the
Czech Republic typically offer Bachelor, Master and Doctoral programmes, and Life-
Long Learning (LLF).

The studies in the Czech Republic are usually divided into semesters,
trimesters, years, or blocks. Each semester, trimester or block consists of teaching
period, an examination period and a vacation period. The length of the academic year
is 12 months and it is up to the Rector (or Chancellor) of the respective high education
establishment to decide on the date when the academic year begins.

The Centre for Higher Education Studies (CSVS, 2010) defines three types of
higher education institutions in the Czech Republic: public, state and private. The
public and private higher education institutions fall under the responsibility of the
Czech Ministry of Educations, Youth and Sports. On the other hand, state institutions
(such as the Police Academy of the Czech Republic) fall under the responsibility of the
Czech Ministry of Defense as well as the Ministry of Interior.

State and private universities: rivals or partners?

According to the Czech Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports, in 2014 there
were 41 private Universities and Colleges and 26 state Universities in the Czech
Republic (MSMT, 2016).

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THE CONTRIBUTION OF TRANSLATION STUDIES AND FOREIGN
LANGUAGES TO THE DEVELOPMENT OF HIGHER EDUCATION
STUDIES

The last decade shows that Ukraine is on its way to the implementation of
intensive processes aiming at integration to the European Union (EU). The aspiration
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of the State to enter the EU as a full member was also justified in national legal
documents, where the chain of certain steps towards the European standards is
identified, in particular, it refers to the modernization of the higher education (HE)
system in the country and inheritance of the best practices from the European higher
education institutions (HEIs).

According to the National Strategy on the Development of Education in
Ukraine for 2012-2021, the key trends for reforming the educational sector have to
correspond to the European criteria of the educational policy as follows: updating the
curricula of the study programmes, enhancement of the leadership model within HEIs,
fostering cooperation among education sector, society and industry. It is worth
mentioning that the European Commission (EC) actively supports the initiatives of the
Ukrainian community regarding the implementation of the changes in the education
system and finances the participation of Ukrainian HEIs in various grant programmes.
Currently, more than 100 Ukrainian HEIs and enterprises have become the partners of
such EU educational projects as Tempus, Erasmus Mundus, Jean Monnet, Marie Curie,
etc. These grant programmes aim at improving the quality level of study programmes,
increase of student and staff mobility rate, implementation of innovative teaching
methods, involvement of business structures to the participate in the university
governance.

In the context of the dynamic modernization of the education in Ukraine and
introduction of the new pivotal priorities and tasks for education field, which are
comprehensively revealed in the official documentation of the EU, there is a huge
demand in qualified franslation which can convey the current directions of the HE
agenda in EU countries and integration education processes in other non-EU countries.

It is particular important for the countries striving for integration into global
educational community to be aware of the backgfound, current situation and
perspectives of the processes occurring within these communities. In this regard, the
translators play a role of intermediaries in conveying the ideas, standards and
regulations of United Nations, European Commission and other key bodies in forming
the education policy worldwide.

Examining the contribution of translators in the development of Higher
Education studies, it should be mentioned that a translator brings not only new terms
and phrases to the educational field of his or her country while translating official
documentation, but also shape the mentality of the generation, the way of thinking from
the top managers in the country to the laypeople, people of different ages and
professions.

The analysis of the background of the education in Ukraine shows that
Ukrainian HE system has a long and complicated path from post-communist
approaches towards the European integration and adoption of the Bologna processes.
There are also global and national tendencies such as massive online open courses,
military unrest, political crisis, economic challenges which dramatically affect HE and
lead to new ideas and theories in the society and its applicability to the real functional
organization of institutions. All these factors bring us to the idea that HE does not exist
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isolated, but in close connection to the translation studies and foreign languages since
they represent the one of the key sources for enriching and developing the HE studies.
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EVOLUTION OF ACADEMIC VIEWS OF FINANCES IN THE WORLD
ECONOMICS

Many works are devoted to the historical development of finance of domestic
and foreign scientists. Herewith, the finance development is primarily considered in a
descriptive way both in modern and ancient papers. Thus, we are interested in the
finance genesis under the conditions where the laws of a particular category
development can be stated, investigate certain common features in their content and
substantial differences between the development laws of different social order.

A well-known writer and public figure M. Franko devoted more than 40 papers
to the finance problems. Firstly, these works analyze the financial policies of the
Austro-Hungarian Empire, the activity of many financial institutions is characterized,
commercial banks, financial assets, economic partnerships included.

M. Tugan-Baranowski is an outstanding scholar (1865-1919) in the Ukrainian
economics. He is known as a prominent economist, historian, finance minister in the
government of the Central Council. He opened the first modern investment theory of
cycles. In 1894 his work “Industrial Crises in Contemporary England, their Causes and
Influence on People's Lives” was published. Later it was translated into all European
languages and even Japanese. M. Tugan-Baranowski had interesting ideas on the role
of money in the implementation of production cycles. He believes the period of
stagnation is characterized by an excess of money, causing a lower interest on the
borrowed capital. And in its turn, the capital interest results in the economy revival.

The term “finance” comes from the Latin word “finis”, i.e. end, finish. This
concept was used in monetary relations between the state and citizens, and was
understood as a completion of cash payment. After monetary calculation a person, who
paid the fee in favor of a government representative, received a document, the so called
fine. The term “financia” originated from the name of this document.

Finance as a science, which emerged only in the XV century, is relatively young
(compared to many other social and political sciences), whereas financial ideas have
longer history, starting from the time of Aristotle, Plato and Xenophon. On the edge of
Medieval and Modern times trade capitalism created an urgent need for a conscious
understanding of financial management and, consequently influenced the financial
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
