education course; substantiates the expediency of introduction of a practical course on clinical pharmacy [or medical in-
terns; describes the main idec of the clinical pharmacy practical course as a modelling of the real clinical situation which
requires the adequate medical support selection leaning on the basis of previous knowledge on pharmacokinetics, drug
interaction, adverse reactions and also pharmacoeconomics; suggests the proposal for the definition of a World Health
Organization Model List of Essential Medicine, as well as clinical protocols of medical care developed on the principles
of evidence-based medicine as a basis for practical training in clinical pharmacy; determines the priority of applying
the case-method, as well as the method of four steps in arranging classes in clinical pharmacy as such which corresponds
most closely to the training objectives of the course and the needs of adult learners.

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Increasing the request of the society on entrepreneurship training and the development of entrepreneurship has
become an important task before the modern academic community. Entrepreneurship is a condition that includes the
personal abilities, skills and motivation that lead people to engage in creative activities to create new products and
services, develop business according to market requirements. In addition to personal values, business has a clearly
defined social potential because it has to take into account the needs and requirements of potential customers, thereby
improving the conditions of their existence. In addition, the business requires the creation of new jobs, a new team and
management.

The level of business education in the EU lags behind the development of business education US and Canada.
Today in Europe there is a relatively low level of entrepreneurship, which is reflected in the lack of business education
in the educational policy of the European countries and promoting entrepreneurial skills to create new opportunities
in the community.
