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Introduction. Ethical issues in research are in the spotlight of the scientific
community as its importance and critical role in advancing research values have
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long been recognized. Undoubtedly, the quality and implementation of research
ethics help to further develop the modern society. However, research ethics is a
dynamic phenomenon. The landscape of research ethics is always in flux because
new scientific methods, new materials used in research studies in different
domains of science outline and indicate new ethical problems.

Thus, a rational and objective balance should be found between various, and
sometimes divergent, interests and values in research where the pursuit of
knowledge constitutes the major goal. The Swedish Research Council emphasizes
that the purpose of doing a research could be enriching the existing knowledge
with new thought [1]. New knowledge might appear to be highly beneficial to both
the individual and society at large. :

Nevertheless, the Swedish Research Council explicitly highlights that the
area of research ethics is still a rather ambiguous and not well-defined area and
that “it entails questions regarding the relationship between research and ethics
as well as ethical standards for the researcher and the aim and implementation of
the research” [1, p. 12]. '

The field of research ethics is rather comprehensive. The researchers should
be familiar with various ethical guidelines, codes, and ethical considerations which
are critical in educational research. The requirements of professional ethics should
be also taken into consideration. On the one hand, such documents are an
instrument for researchers. On the other hand, professional ethical codes are
valuable, but they bring to the fore the responsibilities and challenges related to
different kinds of professional activities. ,

“New ethical challenges are raised by scientific developments. The challenges
facing contemporary science and the complex relations between science and society
highlight the need to be aware of the responsibilities of scientists” [2, p.4].

On account of recent discussions, research ethics education needs to be
empowered as an essential part of professional training as the research ethics skills
are required for high-quality research. The findings of the Swedish Research
Council prove that researchers cannot have ethics without being conscious of
them, or without having reflected on them.

Thus, the crucial questions arise on how to implement research ethics into
academic community and how to promote research ethics awareness among
graduate students at Ukrainian universities.

It is obvious that researchers need to be familiar with research ethical codes.
The data collected from literature review reveal that only 27 Ukrainian universities
have academic honour codes or its analogues, and merely 23 Ukrainian
universities have such documents in open access [3].

An academic honour code governs an academic community and defines
ethical principles within that community. The lack of such documents makes
students act under conditions of risk and non-knowledge. Hence, modern
Ukrainian universities should develop and adapt their codes of honour considering
the experience of the world-class universities, define responsibilities of academic,
pedagogical, scientific staff and students.

Methodology. The aim of this study is to determine research ethics
awareness of graduate students as an integral part of professional training. The
study design was based on mixed methods, namely: literature review, case study,
sample selection and sampling procedure, structured and semi-structured
questionnaires. Five-point Likert scale was used as the measurement tool. The
- respondents were asked to rate whether they agree or disagree with the statements
in the questionnaire concerning their attitude towards education in research
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ethics. o, 7 it :

The participants of this study were graduate students, would-be teachers of
English language and literature. The study was carried out with 29 students.

Ethical aspects were taken into consideration and observed. The interviews
were confidential, and the questionnaires were anonymous.

Objectives. Based on the nature of the study, two main research objectives
have been defined: :

® to develop students’ awareness of research ethics at university;
® to adjust effective strategies for promoting research ethics in
ediuication process. $ ‘ "

Discussion and Results. Nowadays, universities all around the world offer
Ethics of Science courses to graduate students. For example, European
universities have mostly given Research Ethics, Academic Integrity, Ethical Issues
in Scientific Research, or Ethics -and Professionalism in Science courses since the
Helsinki Declaration in 1964. : : 3.1

Moutlana supports the idea that ethical values should be integrated within
the higher'education’[4]. Similarly, Kenneth believes that members of the academic
community; such as teaching and administrative staff along with students, are

‘promoting ethical principles in relation to academic freedom, intellectual integrity
and the fair and respectful treatment of others [5]. ;

Within this research paper, we made a case study about research ethics
awareness of graduate students of Borys Grinchenko Kyiv University and their
attitude towards research ethics education as part of the professional training.

~ The study revealed that there is the need of knowledge and practice of
research ethics among graduate students. Most of students would like to raise
awareness in the matters of academic honesty, academic ethics and plagiarism.

Though the respondents articulated different attitudes towards research
ethics courses, 78% of students are interested in such courses, 45% of students
would attend research ethics courses, 52% of students believe that they would
benefit from the implementation of research ethics courses in the university
curriculum.

To sum up, teaching research ethics is primary requirement for a successful
research strategy of graduate students. ]

Providing a positive and supportive environment towards research ethics
students will be able to develop knowledge and understanding of ethical principles
in academic research.

Conclusion. The conducted analysis gave the opportunity to see the profile
of research ethics in its specific contemporary features. Promoting research ethics
awareness among graduate students, enhancing studies in global ethics and global
education Ukrainian universities will broaden the frames of moral principles in
academic research, foreground a national dimension of global research
responsibility.

Ethical behaviour is a must-do in the modern, interconnected scientific
world. The mission of a university is to promote respect among students, staff and
faculty as well as to require intellectual and personal honesty in learning, teaching
and research. The academic community should respond to the progressing,
emerging needs in research ethics and bring into being models for effective research
ethics education. : :

Adherence to the main principles of research ethics such as principle of

" honesty, principle of objectivity, principle of integrity, principle of carefulness, and
principle of openness, principle of responsibility will guide graduate students to
