The thesis is dedicated to the study and analysis of the verbalization of
HEALTH in the English-language media discourse space.

The relevance of the research topic is determined by the focus of numerous

contemporary studies on the exploration of media discourse using corpus linguistics
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and discourse analysis methods. The growing interest in this issue is explained by the
need to understand how health is represented and perceived in media materials at
different stages of societal development. Corpus linguistics methods allow us to
analyze large volumes of media texts with the lemma HEALTH systematically,
identify the most frequent collocations with lemma HEALTH, and study changes in
the verbalization of lemma HEALTH over time. The addition of discourse analysis
allows us to understand the contextual and socio-cultural factors that influence and
interpret lemma HEALTH in the media space of the socio-political press and tabloids
for the time periods of the 1980s, 2000s, and 2020-2021, which allows us not only to
identify differences in the verbalization of HEALTH, but also to understand changes
in the perception of health and its role in the modern media space.

Media discourse is defined as interaction through a language platform aimed at
an absent reader or listener. It is characterized by group correlation, publicity,
orientation, and mass direction, which influences multiple groups simultaneously.
Media discourse is a syncretic formation where other types of discourses are
subordinated to the main goal of mass media — differentiated influence on a large
audience. Thus, media discourse shapes communicative-cognitive phenomena, the
study of which allows for a scientific understanding of the forming knowledge
reflected in the practice of modern life.

The scientific novelty lies in the study of the verbalization of HEALTH in the
English-language media discourse space through the application of an approach
based on corpus analysis to construct the very verbalization of HEALTH. The
scientific novelty lies in the fact that based on the results of corpus analysis, a
comparison of the verbalization of HEALTH in different media sources was
conducted. The use of corpus analysis to study proposed lexemes in the British press
allows tracking the representation of HEALTH and the semantic prosody of lexical
units in real language contexts. Emphasizing the linguistic features of media
discourse contributes to a deeper understanding of the impact of media texts on

readers and can also serve as a tool for analyzing speech in media discourse.

The application of corpus analysis methods to identify the frequency and key
lexical units related to HEALTH, as well as monitoring trends in their use in media
texts of different periods, allowed obtaining quantitative data for further analysis.
This study opens up new possibilities for analysis, contributes to expanding the
understanding of language in media texts, and will contribute to the further
development of discursive media research.

The object of the research is the lemma HEALTH and collocations with
HEALTH in the English-language media discourse of the 1980s, 2000s and 2020-
2021.

The subject of the research includes peculiarities of HEALTH verbalization
and collocations with HEALTH in the English-language media discourse of the
1980s, 2000s and 2020-2021.

The study aims to identify and characterize the specificity of the verbalization
of HEALTH in the English-language media discourse space in the 1980s, 2000s, and
2020-2021.

The material of the study consists of corpora of newspaper articles from the
British socio-political press The Guardian, The Economist, and the tabloid The
Mirror, in which linguistic units related to HEALTH are represented. The corpora of
newspaper articles from The Guardian in the 1980s, 2000s (10 000 000 000
characters = 10 000 000 printed pages in each period); 2020-2021 (10 000 000 000
characters = 10 000 000 printed pages in each year); corpora of newspaper articles
from The Mirror in the 1980s, 2000s (50 000 000 000 characters = 50 000 000
printed pages in each period); 2020-2021 (5 000 000 000 characters = 50 000 000
printed pages in each year); corpora of newspaper articles from The Economist in the
1980s, 2000s (10 000 000 000 characters = 10 000 000 printed pages in each period);
2020-2021 (2 430 000 characters); 4348 text fragments with key word collocations.

The corpus constructed from articles of The Guardian, The Economist, and The
Mirror from the 1980s to the 2000s and 2020-2021 (under the "HEALTH" category)
consists of 2 075000 000 words. In the corpus analysis, tokens are distinguished

among the units, indicating the total number of words in the corpus, as well as types,
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which reveal the number of unique word forms in the corpus, demonstrating the
diverse vocabulary being studied. Thus, the studied corpora contain 2 075 000 000
tokens and 1845000 000 types. The corpus constructed from articles of The
Guardian in 2020-2021 consists of 150 000 000 words, with 150 000 000 tokens and
100 000 000 types. The lexical diversity coefficient is 67%. The corpus constructed
from articles of The Mirror in 2020-2021 consists of 75 million words, with
75000 000 tokens and 25 000 000 types. The lexical diversity coefficient is 48%.
The corpus constructed from articles of The Economist in 2020-2021 consists of
50 000 000 words, with 50 000 000 tokens and 17 000 000 types. The lexical
diversity coefficient is 36%.

The research methods are determined by the purpose and objectives of the
study and are based on a combination of discourse analysis and contextual-
interpretative analysis, which were used to identify and isolate linguistic units related
to the concept of HEALTH in the media discourse. These investigations also enable
the study of specific verbal means of representing the concept of HEALTH in media
texts. Corpus analysis involves compiling corpora of the researched media texts with
further processing of these corpora using the Sketch Engine and Voyant Tools
software and comparing the results of the analysis of the obtained samples. Corpus
analysis is employed as the primary means of investigating the verbalization of the
concept of HEALTH in media texts. Semantic prosody was used to examine the
evaluative significance of the verbalization of HEALTH. Quantitative analysis was
employed to establish the typicality of various features of the verbalization of
HEALTH, and interpretive analysis was utilized to interpret the obtained results.

Corpus analysis allowed for the identification of the frequency and key lexical
units associated with HEALTH, as well as monitoring trends in their usage in media
texts from different periods. This provided quantitative data for further analysis.

Discourse and contextual-interpretative analyses were used to thoroughly
examine how specific lexical units, phrases, and grammatical structures contribute to
the uniqueness of the verbalization of the concept of HEALTH in media discourse,

taking into account the socio-cultural context.
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The application of semantic prosody to analyze the evaluative significance and
emotional coloring of linguistic units related to health in media texts added depth to
the analysis by exploring the subjective dimension of media discourse about
HEALTH.

Quantitative analysis and the comparative method were employed to generalize
the obtained results and identify common and distinctive trends in the verbalization
of HEALTH, allowing conclusions to be drawn regarding the evolution and diversity
of the representation of health-related topics in the media space.

The theoretical and methodological basis of the research is based on the
fundamental principles of modern corpus linguistics, discourse analysis, semantic
prosody, and media discourse. Corpus linguistics studies linguistic phenomena
related to the processing of large amounts of text using specialized computer
programs; such text collections are called corpora. For this investigation, the works of
scholars such as J. Sinclair (the concept of “corpus linguistics™), G. Leech (analysis of
large corpora to study language structure), S. Stubbs (corpus-based methods in
linguistics), McEnery (computer-based analysis of texts using large linguistic
datasets), and A. Stefanowitsch (corpus methods for studying semantics, stylistics,
and language change) were utilized.

Corpus linguistics is considered both a theory and methodology for obtaining
and analyzing both qualitative and quantitative linguistic information. Additionally,
corpus-based analysis can help us study any linguistic patterns, indicating their
frequency and identifying contextual elements that may influence variability.
Furthermore, corpus-based research allows for the comparison of two or more
corpora of specific types of discourse, which helps identify their unique features as
well as their similarities and differences. Research in corpus linguistics is a type of
discourse analysis, as it examines the use of linguistic units in context. Corpus-based
studies involve a combination of qualitative and quantitative methods to prevent
subjectivity and identify repeated instances of the use of certain structures in natural

settings.
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Major works in the field of discourse analysis and media discourse have been
conducted by scholars such as Sh. Blum-Kulka & M. Hamo (discourse analysis), N.
Fairclough (speech analysis and socio-cultural context), T. van Dijk (text and
discourse analysis), R. Wodak (analysis of speech interaction and communication),
M. Bernarek (analysis of how media shape our understanding of events), A. Bell (the
ideological role of the media), and P. Gee (how language in oral and written forms
conveys social and cultural perspectives and identities).

Media discourse is viewed as a sociocultural phenomenon manifested through
the use of linguistic means in media products (in our study, newspapers) to shape and
disseminate certain ideologies, stereotypes, and social values among a large audience
(in our investigation, health-related issues). Specifically, we examine discourse
occurring in national newspapers and tabloids, which demonstrates the complex
interaction between linguistic and non-linguistic elements as they attempt to create
and disseminate various narratives about health in society. Thus, the English-
language media discourse space is a collective sociocultural environment in which
various media texts interact and convey information, ideas, beliefs, and ideologies
through media channels operating in the English language.

To investigate the semantic prosody of HEALTH and its key lemmas, such as
PANDEMIC, DOCTOR, VACCINE, the findings of research by scholars like M.
Bernarek (linguistic aspects of idiolects and individual linguistic traits), J. Sinclair
(pragmatic function of semantic prosody), D. Steward (peripheral connotation
meaning), and B. Louw (context-dependence of semantic prosody) were employed.

The theoretical significance of this study is extremely important and has
several key aspects: 1) examining HEALTH in media discourse reflects its
multidimensionality and complexity. HEALTH is considered not only as a medical-
biological concept but also as a complex phenomenon studied in the context of
philosophy, psychology, and cultural studies; 2) Studying the linguistic means of
representing HEALTH in media discourse highlights the significant diversity and
Importance of this topic in society, using linguistic constructions to express various

aspects of HEALTH, its maintenance, and its impact on public life; 3) investigating
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the linguistic aspects of health in contemporary society can serve as a methodological
basis for further research in the fields of linguistics, media communication, and
cultural studies.

The practical significance of the research lies in its importance for linguistic
disciplines and related areas such as media linguistics, semantics and semiotics,
corpus linguistics, sociolinguistics, cultural studies, and language education.
Analyzing the verbalization of HEALTH helps to reveal the meanings and nuances of
linguistic units used in media discourse regarding health, which can be beneficial for
media analysts, editors, and journalists. The research findings can also be used in
English language education, particularly in studying media style and health-related
topics.

Scientific investigations propose various approaches to understanding
HEALTH: normocentric, phenomenological, holistic, axiological, cross-cultural,
discursive, and integrative. Each of these approaches contributes a unique perspective
to understanding health, revealing its multidimensionality and its relationship with
various aspects of human life.

Research in psychology and social psychology emphasizes the importance of
the psycho-emotional component of health, which includes an individual's ability to
adapt to external conditions and maintain a balance between personal needs and
societal demands.

Overall, HEALTH is presented in this context as a multifaceted phenomenon
that encompasses physical, psychological, social, and spiritual aspects of individual
life. Understanding HEALTH as an integrative, dynamic state that requires a balance
between different aspects of personality and its interaction with the environment is
crucial for developing effective strategies for preserving and improving health at both
individual and societal levels.

Linguistic investigations of the concept of HEALTH define it as a complex
multidimensional phenomenon that encompasses mental, emotional, and social well-
being, characterizing the overall functional state of an individual. The study of

HEALTH focuses on the combination of material and psychological factors,
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indicating its deep interaction with cultural, social, and individual aspects of human
life.

As shown in the research, HEALTH is integrated into the functional-semantic
spheres of the concepts of LIFE and ACTIVITY, which in the anthropological
paradigm constitute the closest environment of this concept. This underscores the role
of health as a dynamic state manifested in all aspects of individual life, including its
interaction with the surrounding environment. The linguistic means of representing
HEALTH in media discourse reflect the significant diversity and importance of this
topic in society, using linguistic constructions to express various aspects of
HEALTH, its maintenance, and its impact on public life.

Such a comprehensive approach enables a thorough analysis of the concept of
HEALTH in media discourse, considering its linguistic features, contextual factors,
emotional coloring, and cultural aspects, which contributes to a deep understanding
of the media’s influence on the perception of health in society.

It should be noted that mass media are extremely important for educating
people and providing information about major events or significant changes
occurring in society. Mass media can indeed influence people's awareness and their
willingness to develop and maintain a healthy lifestyle. The main goal of health
education is to encourage individuals and communities to change their behavior by
influencing their beliefs, attitudes, and value systems [Sharma, 2015: 55-61].

The verbalization of HEALTH in the English-language media discourse is
determined by the diversity of the contemporary media environment, characterized by
rapid changes and continuous availability of information. The coverage of the
HEALTH topic in various publications such as The Economist, The Guardian, and
The Mirror depends on the type of media and the period.

Studies on HEALTH and its collocations have revealed various themes
reflected in the mentioned publications in the 1980s. The Economist focused on
economic issues such as economic downturns, inflation, and price policies,
particularly through rising healthcare costs, vaccinations, and environmental health.

The Guardian and The Mirror delved into socio-cultural aspects of life and
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environmental problems. All three newspapers emphasized feminism, sexual
revolution, and the influence of culture on social life.

In the 2000s, alongside globalization and innovative technologies, research
also discussed climate change, migration, and the digital economy. Media discourse
included topics such as: HEALTHCARE (healthcare system, healthcare costs,
pharmaceutical industry); HEALTH RESEARCH (medical research, clinical trials,
alternative medicine); HEALTH ISSUES (AIDS, cancer, malaria, tuberculosis,
diabetes, heart diseases); PREVENTION (vaccination, healthy lifestyle); RISK
FACTORS (smoking, unhealthy diet, lack of exercise, pollution).

During the period of 2020-2021, the focus was not only on the Covid-19
pandemic but also its impact on various spheres of life. The highlighted themes
included: COVID PANDEMIC (shock, crisis, lockdown); PREVENTION
(vaccination, lifestyle); HEALTHCARE (costs, access, quality, innovations);
PUBLIC HEALTH (crisis, policy, system); MENTAL HEALTH (crisis, services).

The research focuses on the discursive representation of HEALTH through the
analysis of key lemmas — PANDEMIC, DOCTOR, VACCINE - and the
interpretation of their semantic prosody in the media discourse space. The discursive
context determines whether the topics of texts related to PANDEMIC, DOCTOR,
VACCINE are perceived as positive, negative, or neutral, which may not correspond
to stereotypical expectations in media discourse. For instance, the lemma
PANDEMIC, having a positive semantic connotation, may turn out to be negative in
topics related to personal stories, healthcare, and travel. Analysis of the lemma
DOCTOR shows a change in semantic prosody depending on the context. The lemma
VACCINE may also have different semantic prosody depending on the topic of the
text. The conducted research confirmed that the context determines the evaluation of
the topic as positive, negative, or neutral, which may differ from stereotypical
expectations in media discourse.

The growing interest in health is determined not only by medical aspects but
also by socio-cultural, economic, and political factors reflected in media discourse.

Studying the linguistic means representing HEALTH in media discourse allows
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identifying current trends in this area. Since the media influence the formation of
images and stereotypes related to health and determine the perception of important
medical and social issues, researching the verbalization of HEALTH in media
discourse reveals which aspects and problems related to health receive the most
attention in the media, determining priority in this field. Taking into account the
difference in the coverage of certain health-related issues in the media makes a
significant contribution to understanding the interaction between language and
society in the context of health.

The Local Government Association poll of eight local
authorities found schools and councils gravely concerned at
the scale of the learning gaps that have
appeared, particularly among children with special
needs and disabilities, and reports significant pressures on
staff and budgets.
