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THE CURRENT QUALITY CONTROL OF STUDENTS’
KNOWLEDGE OF NON-LINGUISTIC SPECIALTIES IN
THE PROCESS OF FOREIGN LANGUAGE LEARNING

The effectiveness of teaching the professional foreign language largely depends
on a clear and flexible organization of the educational process in a practical lesson
and properly organized individual students’ work, the teacher’s ability to take into
consideration the individual characteristics of each student and the actual assimilation
of particular program material. It is known that foreign language skills are one of the
main factors that ensure the success of learning a foreign language, and therefore the
problem of taking into consideration the individual characteristics of students is one
of the central in teaching process of foreign languages.

The effectiveness of students' work is largely determined by the presence of
active methods of the control, both at the intermediate and final level. The control
should be systematic primarily in order to identify disadvantages in the educational
process and to create a mechanism for their elimination, as well as to form feedback
for the correction of training. The forms of control are different — they can be oral or
written, individual or group, selective or continuous. One of the most effective means
of controlling in teaching foreign languages is the test.

The main difference between the test and the traditional control work is that it
always involves measurement. Therefore, the assessment based on the test results is
more objective and independent of the possible teacher’s subjectivity than the
assessment for the traditional control work, which is always subjective, because it is
based on teacher’s impressions, not always separated from his personal likes or
dislikes towards a particular student [2, p. 18]. Thus, the main distinguishing feature
of the test is the objectivity guaranteed by the measurement, the function of which is
to provide quantitative information about the quality of learning material. At the same
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time, it gives the teacher the opportunity to check a significant amount of this
material in small portions and diagnose how most of the students master this material
of most. In teaching a foreign language "different types of control are applied:
current, thematic, unite, final" [4]. According to these types of control we can
identify the types of test control. These are current testing, thematic testing, unite
testing and final testing. Each of the mentioned types of testing is implemented with
the help of specially created tests.

The current test control is carried out in the learning process; thematic test
control — upon completion of work on a separate topic; unite test control is realized at
the end of the unite, the final test control - upon completion of learning process at the
end of the semester and educational year. According to these types of control we can
define the types of test control. They are:

- current testing;
thematic testing;
unit testing;
final testing.

The current test control is an important element of an individual approach to
learning process because it occurs systematically and a teacher can get information
how successfully students learn foreign language material and if it is advisable to use
certain methods and techniques of training. The results obtained by the teacher during
the current control, allow monitoring the effectiveness of the educational process and
correcting mistakes. The current control is aimed at determining intermediate rather
than final results in mastering a foreign language, and the leading functions of this
type of control is the corrective function and the feedback function.

The current test control is carried out with the non-standardized (teacher’s) tests,
which are aimed at checking the students' possession of individual skills and abilities
of various types of speech activity. Non-standardized tests are developed by the
teacher for his students. Such tests are made on the material of a specific topic to
check the level of formation of particular skills.

Thanks to the test control, we can successfully manage the learning process,
improve it, and implement a differentiated approach to students’ learning. We can
also add the elements of competition to the test method to stimulate and maintain
interest in learning of foreign language.
