Considering the above, the competence-based approach equips students with
the skills needed to tackle contemporary challenges while fostering a culture of
transparency and accountability in learning. By adopting innovative strategies and
addressing implementation challenges, this approach can reshape educational
practices, ensuring that academic integrity remains a cornerstone of quality
education in the digital age.
