Living in Ukraine be like:

Whenever I hear people asking: “Wait, is the war in Ukraine still happening?
Isn’t it over yet? That just tells me one thing — they do not follow the news.
In fact, the intensity of attacks is only growing. Let me show you something.
So in 2022 Russia launched at Ukraine 409 drones, in 2023 the numbers
jumped to 3123 drones. In 2024 it was 10 970 drones. And so far in 2025, by
the end of October, it was already over 44 000 drones. So you do see the
difference here, right? 44 000 a number which is a 108 times higher than
what actually was launched at the start of the full-scale invasion. That's not
peace, that's not “a frozen conflict”. That is escalation. During the recent
massive attack on Kyiv, Russia launched 430 drones and 18 missiles alone in
one night. You can see some of the consequences of the attack here. Seven
civilians were killed and 37 people were injured. So no, the war is not over.
In fact, the intensity of attacks only growing.

Tonight Ukraine faced the deadliest attack this week. Russia launched 524
aerial targets in one single night. Ternopil suffered one of the deadliest hits
as you can see here. So far 19 people were confirmed dead and 66 injured,
including 16 children. Two apartment blocks were heavily damaged, one of
them caught fire and the other one collapsed from third to the ninth floor. As
you can see, rescuers are still pulling people out of the blocked apartments
and rubble. In Lviv, energy facilities and warehouses were hit, covering the
city in thick smoke. Ivano-Frankivsk region also faced strikes on energy
sites. Three people were injured, including two children. Kharkiv was hit by
nearly 20 drones, striking a residential building and leaving 36 people
injured. In this attack, Russia used 476 drones, 47 cruise missiles and one
ballistic missile.

On the night of November 23rd, Russia launched a massive drone attack on
Kharkiv. As a result of the strikes, several large fires erupted across the city,

causing casualties and widespread destruction. Four people were killed and
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17 residents were injured, including two children. A 12-year-old boy was
wounded by shattered glass and an 11-year-old girl suffered severe stress.
Among the four victims were a 61-year old woman, a 41-year old woman
and a 55-year old man. The drones struck three districts of the city. In the
Shevchenkivskyi district, several drones hit an apartment building directly.
Cars were damaged, windows were shattered and the facades of nearby
private houses were destroyed. Several more drones struck homes in the
private sector, also damaging power lines and city lightning. In the
Saltivskyi district, the drone attack damaged nearby houses, blew out the
windows in a local school and caused significant destruction to an electrical
substation. In the Kholodnohirskyi district, civilian businesses, warechouses
and small enterprises were hit. Almost every strike location was followed by
large-scale fires.

5) On the night of November 25th, Russia launched a massive attack on
Ukraine's capital, Kyiv. In the Pecherskyi district a Russian strike hit a
22-story residential building, causing fires and destroying several floors. In
the Dniprovskyi district, a nine-story building was hit, leading to heavy
damage and fire. In the Sviatoshynskyi district, Russian missiles struck a
large logistics centre of Ukrainian supermarket chain. In the Darnytskyi
district, debris fell on a private area, leaving a crater and damaging nearby
territory. Overall, Russian attack tonight killed seven people and injured 20
others, including one 7-year old child. President Zelenskyy says that Russia
launched 22 missiles and over 460 drones that night. Several drones also
crossed into Moldova and Romania. According to Moldova's Ministry of
Defense, six drones entered its airspace before moving towards the
Romanian border. Yet one of them crashed into the private house in one of
Moldova's towns.

6) Agreements with Ukraine Russia violated over the past 34 years. a)
Budapest Memorandum (1994) — Russia pledged to respect Ukraine’s

territorial integrity in exchange for Ukraine giving up nuclear weapons —
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violated with the occupation of Crimea and war in Donbas in 2014, then the
full-scale invasion in 2022. b) Russian—Ukrainian Friendship Treaty (1997)
— Required both countries to to respect borders and refrain from using force
— Russia breached it by invading Ukraine in 2014 and 2022. ¢) Kharkiv
pact (2010) — Russia extended its Black Sea Fleet presence, but later violated
the deal by using the same fleet to support the occupation of Crimea. d)
Minsk Agreements (2014-2015) — Signed to halt the war in Eastern Ukraine,
it was repeatedly violated, culminating in Russia’s full-scale invasion in
2022.

7) Once a full-of-life district, now Russia's definition of “peace”

8) Russia attacks Ukraine on St. Nicholas Day. Fastiv (Kyiv region) suffered a
strike that destroyed the railway station and damaged suburban trains.
Routes and schedules were changed, and three people were injured,
according to local authorities. Critical infrastructure was hit in Chernihiv and
Odesa regions. Parts of Odesa region are experiencing power and heating
outages. Missile and drone attacks caused fires and destruction in Dnipro,
Pavlohrad, Nikopol, and Zelenodolsk. Four people were injured, including
an 11-year-old boy. Dozens of private homes and buildings were damaged or
destroyed. Energy infrastructure was targeted in Lviv region, causing a fire
and destruction in the village of Silets. At least three houses were damaged
by falling debris, and two people were injured. Drone strikes triggered a
large fire at food storage facilities in Lutsk, destroying goods and property
across an area of around 3,800 square meters. The Ministry of Energy
reported that Russia struck Ukraine’s power sector, damaging energy
infrastructure in several regions.

9) Russia sends abducted Ukrainian children to “re-education” camps in North
Korea. According to human rights expert Kateryna Rashevska, these camps
operate not only in Russia and Belarus, but also in North Korea. Her
organization has identified 165 camps where Ukrainian children are

subjected to forced Russification and militarization. Rashevska showed
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photos of a 12-year-old boy from occupied Donetsk and a 16-year-old girl
from occupied Crimea, who were sent to the Songdowon camp in North
Korea, nearly 9,000 km from their homes. Russia calls this “evacuation,” but
international humanitarian law requires it to reunite children with their
families, share evacuation lists with the Red Cross, and return children once
the danger is gone. Rashevska stressed that Russia has failed to meet any of
these obligations.

10) Russia launched a massive overnight attack on Ukraine’s energy
infrastructure. On the night of December 13, Russia attacked energy
facilities and residential buildings in the Odesa region. Fires broke out,
power, heating and water supply were disrupted. Four civilians were injured.
Russian strikes caused fires in Dnipro and across the region, damaging
homes and cars. Two people were injured, one of them hospitalized in
critical condition. Russian forces targeted critical and industrial
infrastructure in the Mykolaiv region. Five people were injured in Mykolaiv,
including a 16-year-old girl. Three civilians were hospitalized with moderate
injuries. Russia deliberately targeted energy infrastructure in the Kirovohrad
region. As a result of the attack, 19 settlements in the region were left
without power. Power outages were also reported in Kherson and parts of the
region following Russian strikes. During the night attack on December 13,
Russia used 495 drones and missiles against Ukraine’s critical infrastructure.

11)  Ukrainian forces have conducted a successful stabilization operation in
Kupiansk, Kharkiv region. Several northern districts of Kupiansk, as well as
the villages of Kindrashivka and Radkivka and their surrounding areas, have
been liberated. Russian ground supply routes were cut off, and the enemy
breakthrough in the city was fully contained. Between September 22 and
December 12, Ukrainian units eliminated over 1,000 Russian soldiers and
continue clearing the city house by house, acting with caution due to the
presence of civilians whom Russian troops are using as human shields. All

strategic exits and access routes into the city are now under Ukrainian fire
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control, effectively blocking Russian attempts to regain ground. On
December 12, President of Ukraine Volodymyr Zelenskyy visited a forward
command post of the 14th Separate Mechanized Brigade in Kupiansk, where
he met with Ukrainian soldiers defending the city and presented them with
state awards. Earlier, Vladimir Putin falsely claimed that Ukrainian forces
were “encircled” in Kupiansk and invited foreign journalists to the area.
Instead, Volodymyr Zelenskyy arrived showing the real situation on the
frontline.

12) EU loans to Ukraine will be repaid only after Russian reparations —
frozen Russian assets remain locked. The European Union has agreed on a
€90 billion financial support package for Ukraine for 20262027, structured
in a way similar to a reparations-based loan. Ukraine will be required to
repay the funds only after Russia pays reparations for the damage caused by
its war of aggression. European Commission President Ursula von der
Leyen explained that EU member states will raise the €90 billion by
borrowing on capital markets over the next two years. The decision was
approved unanimously alongside amendments to the EU’s Multiannual
Financial Framework. According to von der Leyen, until reparations are
paid, Russia’s frozen assets will remain blocked. The EU also reserves the
right to use any available cash flows from those assets to service the loan.
She emphasized that this mechanism allows the EU to fully cover Ukraine’s
financial needs for the next two years. The decision was endorsed by EU
leaders on December 18. While international media reported that the loan
would be backed by the EU budget rather than directly financed through
seized Russian assets, German Chancellor Friedrich Merz clarified that the
loan will be interest-free. He added that if Russia refuses to pay reparations,
the EU may use frozen Russian assets to repay the loan instead.

13) Russia strikes southern Ukraine. Russia launched a ballistic missile strike
on port infrastructure in the Odesa region, killing people and injuring

dozens. According to emergency services, at least seven to eight people were
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k!lled and more than 25 were wounded as a result of the attack. Some of the
victims were inside a bus that was caught at the epicenter of the strike. The
explosion set cargo trucks on fire in a parking area, while several passenger
cars were also damaged. On the night of December 19, Russian forces
carried out a massive drone attack on Mykolaiv. Multiple fires broke out
across the city, and civilian infrastructure was damaged. A fire covering
about 50 square meters erupted on the territory of a garage cooperative. Two
garages, a passenger car, and a tractor were destroyed, while five more
garages and another car were damaged. Following the overnight attack,
Mykolaiv and parts of the region were left completely without electricity.

14) Russia forcibly takes more than 50 civilians from Ukraine’s Sumy region.
Russian forces crossed Ukraine’s state border near the village of Hrabovske
in Sumy Oblast and forcibly removed more than 50 Ukrainian civilians to
the territory of the Russian Federation. According to the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, this happened after Russian troops seized the settlement during an
offensive in the border area. Ukrainian defense forces were forced to
withdraw from several positions, and stabilization operations are ongoing.
Most of the civilians taken by Russia are elderly men and women. One of
the deported residents is 89 years old. Nearly all of them had previously
refused evacuation deeper into Ukrainian-controlled territory. The Ukrainian
military is urging residents of border communities in Sumy Oblast to
evacuate immediately. Regional authorities report that more than 30,000
people have already been evacuated, while nearly 5,700 residents, including
38 children, have so far refused to leave. Fighting is currently ongoing in the
village of Hrabovske as Ukrainian defenders attempt to push Russian forces
back toward Russian territory. Officials have also clarified that Russian
troops are not present in the neighboring village of Riasne, despite
circulating reports.

15) Russia launches massive attack on Ukraine, k!lling civilians. In Rivne

region the attack damaged a two-story residential building and three
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vehicles, while a wooden outbuilding was completely destroyed. Emergency
services are assessing the damage. The city of Burshtyn in Ivano-Frankivsk
region came under heavy attack, with a series of explosions reported
overnight. As a result of the strikes, power outages were recorded in the
Burshtyn, Voynyliv, and Halych communities due to damage to the energy
infrastructure. Explosions were heard in Khmelnytskyi and across the
region. Power outages were reported in several neighborhoods, including the
South-Western district. One woman was kl!lled as a result of the attack.
Russian shelling damaged residential buildings and civilian infrastructure in
Zhytomyr region. One child born in 2021 was k!lled, and six other people
were injured. Russian forces attacked Odesa region with drones, damaging
energy facilities as well as port, transport, and residential infrastructure. A
civilian vessel, a warehouse, and dozens of homes were destroyed. Power
supply disruptions were reported in several areas of the region. Drone strikes
damaged  critical infrastructure and private houses in the
Novhorod-Siverskyi and Pryluky districts of Chernihiv region. Firefighting
efforts are ongoing, complicated by repeated air raid alerts. In the
Sviatoshynskyi district in Kyiv, debris fell near a five-story residential
building. Five people were injured, including a 16-year-old girl. A
48-year-old woman was hospitalized in critical condition. According to
official data, during this massive attack Russia launched 635 drones and 38
missiles at Ukraine. Due to damage to the energy system, emergency power
outages were introduced across Ukraine to stabilize the grid. In Kyiv region,
Russian strikes on the Vyshhorod and Obukhiv districts left one person dead
and three others injured, including a child. In Vyshhorod district, a fire broke
out in a private two-story house, killing a woman born in 1949, while three
others sustained shrapnel wounds. In Obukhiv district, two private houses
were damaged.

16) Russia kills at least four civilians in Ukraine on Christmas. On December

25, Russian forces shelled central Kherson, striking a city market where
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people were preparing for the holiday. Trading stalls were destroyed, and a
47-year-old market worker was k!lled. Russia also attacked Chernihiv,
where a drone hit a five-story residential building. An 80-year-old woman
was kl!lled, and ten people — including three childen — were injured.
Authorities also reported damage to a critical infrastructure facility.
Overnight on December 25, Russian troops struck port and industrial
infrastructure in Odesa region. One civilian was k!lled and two others were
injured, with administrative, industrial, and warehouse buildings damaged.
Russian forces targeted an evacuation mission in Kostiantynivka, Donetsk
region, with an FPV drone. One civilian was k!lled — well-known volunteer
Vyacheslav Ilchenko from Kharkiv — and two other volunteers were
injured.

17)  Carol of the Bells: Ukraine’s famous Shchedryk. Carol of the Bells is the
English-language version of the Ukrainian folk song “Shchedryk,” with
music composed by Mykola Leontovych. He completed the choral
arrangement in 1914. The song was first performed publicly on December
29, 1916, in Kyiv by the choir of St. Volodymyr University. The melody
gained international recognition through performances by the Ukrainian
Republican Capella (1919-1924), led by Oleksandr Koshyts. In 1936,
Ukrainian American composer Peter J. Wilhousky wrote new English lyrics,
turning the song into a Christmas carol known as Carol of the Bells.
Leontovych also worked on Shchedryk in Pokrovsk (then Hryshyne), where
he taught music from 1904 to 1908. Today, Pokrovsk is a frontline city,
heavily affected by Russia’s war against Ukraine, with ongoing fighting and
damage to civilian infrastructure.

18)  When the city is 30kms away from Russia, but still trying to shine for the
New Year

19) Russian attacks hit homes, hospitals, and critical infrastructure on
January 2. In Kharkiv, two Iskander missiles hit a densely populated

residential area during the daytime. At least 30 civilians were injured,
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including a six-month-old baby. The attack destroyed a shopping mall,
damaged apartment buildings, cars, and a building of an educational
institution, and sparked fires covering around 200 square meters. Most
victims suffered blast injuries, glass wounds, or severe stress. Zaporizhzhia
was attacked twice by strike drones during the night. The first wave caused
fires near apartment buildings and outbuildings, damaging homes, roads, and
cars. The second drone attack around 2:00 a.m. set a shopping center on fire,
which firefighters managed to extinguish. Authorities described the night
assault as one of the most massive drone attacks on Zaporizhzhia. Overnight,
Russian drones struck the Synelnykivskyi district of the Dnipropetrovsk
region, hitting several communities. Two people were injured, and fires
broke out in a garage, while a lyceum, a gym, and vehicles were damaged,
including in Kryvyi Rih. Russian drones also hit the Chernihiv region,
striking a hospital in Semenivka and a forestry facility in the Koriukivka
district, causing fires and damage. In the morning, Russian forces attacked a
heat generation facility in Kherson, threatening the city’s heating supply,
while shelling of the Dniprovskyi district k!lled a 51-year-old man.

20) Six killed in Kharkiv after Russian missile strike. At least six people have
been k!lled in Kharkiv following a Russian missile attack on the city. On
January 2, Russian forces launched two Iskander ballistic missiles at a
residential apartment building, leaving a five-story building almost
completely destroyed. Rescuers later recovered the body of a three-year-old
boy from under the rubble, followed by the body of his mother. The victims
were identified as 22-year-old Anastasiia and her son Maksym. According to
relatives, at the start of Russia’s full-scale invasion, Anastasiia and her child
fled from Kryvyi Rih to Poland, where she met a man from Kharkiv. They
later returned to Ukraine and moved to the city together. Five residents were
initially listed as missing, and during search operations on January 2-3,
fragments of two bodies were recovered. On January 4, search teams

recovered fragments of the bodies of two people at the site of the strike. This
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brought the de@th toll from the January 2 attack to six, local authorities
confirmed. Ukraine’s National Police reported that at least 30 people were
injured, including a six-month-old baby. The attack damaged 25 apartment
buildings, a hospital, an educational institution, a commercial and office
building, and at least 33 vehicles.

21) Massive Russian strike leaves 2 Ukrainian regions without power. On the
evening of January 7, Russia launched a large-scale strike targeting
Ukraine’s energy infrastructure. As a result, the Dnipropetrovsk and
Zaporizhzhia regions were left almost completely without -electricity,
triggering widespread outages of heat, water, and communications. In the
Zaporizhzhia region, authorities previously reported that air raid sirens were
not functioning due to the blackout. In case of danger, residents were to be
warned by police using loudspeakers. By the morning of January 8, the
Zaporizhzhia Regional Military Administration announced that electricity
and heat supply had been restored. Officials described the incident as the
first total blackout in the region in four years. Nearly 800,000 people in the
Dnipropetrovsk region were left without electricity, while around one
million residents lost access to heating and water supply. Dnipro Mayor
Borys Filatov declared a national-level emergency in the city. According to
Filatov, large parts of Dnipro were without electricity and water. Hospitals
and water drainage systems were switched to generators to maintain critical
operations. City authorities also extended school holidays by two days due
to the emergency. The situation was also critical in Kryvyi Rih, which
suffered one of the largest Russian attacks. Almost 40,000 consumers were
left without electricity, and around 2,500 apartment buildings were without
heating, local officials reported.

22) Russia used Oreshnik ballistic missile in strike on Lviv region. Ukraine’s
Air Command West reported that the ballistic missile used in the attack was
traveling at a speed of approximately 13,000 kilometers per hour. Lviv

Mayor Andriy Sadovyi stated that the strike with a medium-range ballistic
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missile marked the first recorded use of such a weapon against the city. He
emphasized that Lviv is located less than 70 kilometers from the border of
the European Union. The Security Service of Ukraine has located the debris
of the Russian ballistic missile used in the attack and released photos of the
fragments. According to preliminary findings, the recovered components
belong to the Oreshnik missile system. According to the Ukrainian Air
Force, the attack included the launch of one medium-range ballistic missile
from the Kapustin Yar range in Russia’s Astrakhan region. As of 9:00 a.m.,
Ukrainian air defenses had shot down or suppressed 244 aerial targets, while
the Oreshnik missile could not be intercepted.

23) Russia launched nearly 1,100 drones and dozens of missiles at Ukraine in
one week. Over the past week, Russia has carried out an intense wave of
attacks against Ukraine, launching nearly 1,100 attack drones, more than 890
guided aerial bombs, and over 50 missiles of various types, President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy said. In Kyiv region, nearly 30,000 homes remain
without electricity. The most severe outages are reported in the Obukhiv,
Fastiv, and Bucha districts, while emergency power cuts are still in effect in
the Boryspil and Brovary districts. At the same time, energy workers have
managed to restore power to more than 370,000 households across the
region as of the morning of January 11. In Dnipropetrovsk region, electricity
has been restored to most residents, however, repair work continues on the
left bank of the Dnipro River and in the Dniprovskyi district after the attack,
with temporary power outages expected to last until the end of the day.

24) Russian night attacks strike Kharkiv, Odesa, and Kyiv. Russian forces
carried out a nighttime attack on the outskirts of Kharkiv, striking a Nova
Poshta logistics terminal with two missiles and four drones. The assault
triggered a massive fire at the site, causing severe destruction to the facility.
Four people were k!lled in the attack, aged between 23 and 39. Emergency
services managed to rescue around 30 individuals, including two who were

pulled from the rubble. In Odesa, Russian attack caused multiple fires and
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damaged critical civilian infrastructure. Energy facilities, a hospital, a
kindergarten, an amusement park, a lyceum, and a fitness center were among
the sites affected. Six people were injured; two were hospitalized, while the
others received medical assistance at the scene. Residential buildings also
suffered damage, with shattered windows and facades, as well as two
garages and nine cars destroyed. Kyiv is experiencing an even deeper
electricity shortage than before following tonight’s attacks, affecting even
critical infrastructure, alongside widespread heating disruptions. Nearly 500
apartment buildings remain without heating.

25) Russian strike hits Lviv as municipal worker continues clearing snow.
During a Russian strike on Lviv, 59-year-old municipal worker Olha was
clearing snow just meters from the impact site near the Stepan Bandera
monument. She has worked in municipal services for over ten years and
continued her duties despite the immediate danger. After the strike, Lviv
Mayor Andriy Sadovyi personally called Olha to thank her for her courage.
The attack occurred while municipal workers and a tractor operator were
working in the area, with no casualties reported.

26) Russian military equipment positioned near reactors at Zaporizhzhia
NPP. Russian forces have deployed military equipment near nuclear reactors
at the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear Power Plant. Recent drone footage shows
armored vehicles positioned in close proximity to the reactors. Using a
nuclear facility for military purposes violates international humanitarian law.
Russian forces are hiding their military equipment at the plant, knowing
Ukraine will not strike the site, and are also using the facility as a training
ground for drone operators.

27) Kupiansk 2016/ Kupiansk 2026; Pokrovsk 2016/ Pokrovsk 2026;
Vuhledar 2016/ Vuhledar 2026; Vovchansk 2016/ Vovchansk 2026; Bakhmut
2016/ Bakhmut 2026

28) Kharkiv and Kyiv hit by overnight Russian strikes. Kharkiv came under a
massive attack by 25 Shahed-type drones, with strikes lasting nearly two and
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a half hours. Apartments caught fire, private homes were damaged, and one
strike landed near a dormitory housing 48 internally displaced people. 31
people were injured in Kharkiv, including two children and a pregnant
woman. Russian strikes in Kyiv damaged residential buildings, an office
building, a library, vehicles, and caused fires in multiple districts. A missile
strike hit the Roshen confectionery factory, k!lling a 48-year-old female
employee and injuring two others. Around 6,000 buildings in Kyiv were left
without heating, alongside disruptions to electricity and water supply. Four
people were injured in the Brovary and Boryspil districts of the Kyiv region,
where private houses and cars were also damaged. Chernihiv was left
almost completely without electricity due to damage to energy
infrastructure.

29) Kharkiv hit by at least five Russian drone strikes in one day. At 08:56, a
Russian drone struck the Industrialnyi district, hitting an area on the border
with the suburbs. At 12:25, another Russian drone hit the Slobidskyi district.
Around the same time, a drone struck a private residential house in the
Nemishlyanskyi district. In the Kyivskyi district, a 79-year-old woman was
injured as a result of the strike and was hospitalized. The multi-storey
building sustained damage. Authorities later confirmed another drone strike
— the fifth attack on Kharkiv that day — also targeting a high-rise building
in the Kyivskyi district.

30) Death toll from Russian drone attack on Odesa rises to four. Another
victim, an elderly man who was injured during the massive strike on January
27th, has died in hospital. He lived in a residential building on Prokhorovska
Street that was destroyed in the attack. Russian forces launched more than
50 attack drones at the city, damaging dozens of homes, a church, a
kindergarten, a lyceum, and other civilian infrastructure. Earlier, rescuers
recovered the bodies of three people from the rubble of a residential building

destroyed by the strike. Twenty-five people were injured.
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31) Emergency power outages reported across Ukraine. In Kyiv and Kharkiv,
metro services were suspended due to a loss of voltage in the power grid,
with disruptions also affecting water and heating supplies. Kyiv experienced
a citywide water outage, while Chernihiv and Zhytomyr switched their water
utilities to backup power sources. Power grid issues in Ukraine also caused a
drop in voltage in Moldova, triggering emergency outages in Chisinau and
other major cities. Traffic at the Ukrainian-Moldovan border was
temporarily suspended as a result of the disruptions. Power supply is
expected to be restored in the coming hours, though timelines may vary due
to the gradual increase in nuclear power plant output.

32) Ukraine, Russia, US to hold trilateral talks in Abu Dhabi on Feb. 4-5.
President Volodymyr Zelenskyy said Ukraine is ready for meaningful talks
aimed at a real and dignified end to the war. Previous trilateral negotiations
took place in Abu Dhabi on December 23-24, focusing on peace efforts.
Media reports indicated that no decisions on territorial issues were reached,
though some progress was made on military-related discussions. Zelenskyy
has previously described control over Donbas and the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear
Power Plant as the most difficult issues in the talks. Russia continues to push
for a plan that would freeze current front lines and require Ukrainian forces
to withdraw from Donbas.

33) Russia launched mass missile and drone attack across Ukraine. Russian
strikes caused damage across five districts of Kyiv, including residential
areas and infrastructure. At least five people were injured, while around
1,170 apartment buildings were left without heating. Kharkiv authorities
were forced to drain heating systems in hundreds of residential buildings
after critical facilities at CHP-5 and key substations were damaged. Nearly
105,000 consumers lost heat, and the situation was declared a local-level
technological emergency. In Dnipro, the combined attack damaged private
homes, a three-story residential building, and a dormitory. In Odesa region,

Russian strikes left more than 50,000 people without electricity and
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damaged residential, warehouse, and administrative buildings. In Vinnytsia
region attacks on critical infrastructure cut power to 50 settlements. In Sumy,
two apartment buildings were damaged, with a large-scale fire breaking out
in one of them.

34) Ukraine brings home 157 people from Russian captivity. Ukraine has
brought home 157 people, including servicemen from the Armed Forces, the
National Guard, and the State Border Guard Service, as well as civilians.
Among those released are soldiers, sergeants, and officers, many of whom
had been held in captivity since 2022. This exchange was the first in five
months, making it especially significant. Today, during talks in Abu Dhabi,
Ukraine, Russia, and the United States agreed on the exchange of 314
prisoners.

35) LELEKA to represent Ukraine at Eurovision 2026. On February 7, the
final of Ukraine’s National Selection for Eurovision 2026 took place.
LELEKA won the competition with the song Ridnym, receiving 10 points
from the jury and another 10 from the televote. The song explores themes of
hope, inner strength, and personal renewal through embracing change and
facing one’s fears. In May, LELEKA will represent Ukraine at Eurovision
2026 in Vienna, marking her debut on the contest’s main stage.

36) Three children and father killed in overnight Russian attack. On the night
of February 10-11, a Russian drone struck a private home where a pregnant
woman, her husband, and their three children were living. The house was
completely destroyed, and a fire broke out at the site of the attack. Three
children — two two-year-old boys and a one-year-old girl— were killed,
along with their 34-year-old father. According to local officials, the father
was a demobilized soldier who had returned from the war with a severe
injury and a prosthetic leg after losing half of it in combat. February 11-13
have been declared days of mourning in the Bohodukhiv community for

those killed in the latest Russian strike.
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37) Ukrainian skeleton athlete disqualified over “Memory Helmet” at 2026
Olympics. On February 12, the International Olympic Committee
disqualified Ukrainian skeleton athlete Vladyslav Heraskevych just before
the start of competition. The decision was linked to his “memory helmet,”
which featured photos of Ukrainian athletes k!lled in Russia’s war against
Ukraine. Heraskevych planned to compete in the helmet, but the IOC ruled it
violated the Olympic Charter’s neutrality rules banning political messages.
At the same time, the IOC reportedly allowed an Italian snowboarder to
compete with a Russian flag on his helmet, despite the ban on such symbols
at the 2026 Olympics. Ukraine’s national skeleton team head coach — and
Vladyslav’s father — Mykhailo Heraskevych was seen unable to hold back
tears following his son’s disqualification.

38) Ukraine, Russia, and the US to meet soon for a new round of talks. The
next round of trilateral talks between Ukraine, Russia, and the United States
will take place on February 17-18 in Geneva, Switzerland. Kremlin
spokesperson Dmitry Peskov said the Russian delegation will be led by
presidential aide Vladimir Medinsky. The Ukrainian delegation, headed by
Defense Minister Rustem Umerov, will include senior security and
government officials. Earlier, it was expected that the new round of peace
talks could take place in the United States. The previous round of
negotiations was held in Abu Dhabi, United Arab Emirates on February 4-5.

39) Geneva talks between Ukraine, Russia, and the U.S. conclude after two
days. The two-day Ukraine—Russia—U.S. talks ended in Geneva on February
18 after starting the day before. Volodymyr Zelenskyy said the negotiations
were difficult, with progress made only on military issues, including
U.S.-backed ceasefire monitoring. Axios reported that the talks stalled due
to Russia’s position, while Steve Witkoff said they brought significant
progress. Kyrylo Budanov called the meetings challenging but important.

40) Charli XCX faces backlash over ties to Russian organizers at Berlinale

afterparty. Charli XCX’s film premiered on February 14 at Berlinale 2026,
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followed by an afterparty organized by Russian model and DJ Anastasia
Shevtsova, aka Petit. Shevtsova is the daughter of Zhanna Shevtsova,
founder of the Russian foundation Traditsiya, which has supported Russian
aggression since 2014 and worked with pro-Kremlin figures. Since 2023, the
foundation has operated in temporarily occupied Ukrainian territories,
hosting events for children in Donetsk, Luhansk, Zaporizhzhia, and Kherson.
Ukrainian activists warned Charli’s team about the organizers, but their calls
to cancel the event were ignored. Charli posted on Instagram that she
opposes the Russian government’s actions and stands with Ukraine, without
adressing Russians in general. She also did not comment on her film The
Moment being released in Russia in April.

41) Ukraine to boycott 2026 Paralympics opening over Russian and
Belarusian participation. Ukraine will boycott the opening ceremony of the
2026 Paralympics due to the participation of Russian and Belarusian
athletes. In September 2025, the IPC reinstated Russia’s Paralympic
Committee, allowing its flag and anthem at the Milan-Cortina Games from
March 6-15. Six Russians and four Belarusians are expected to compete.
Research shows at least ten participants linked to Russia’s war against
Ukraine want to attend the Winter or Summer Paralympics. The Italian
government had opposed Russian athletes competing under their flag in
2026.

42) Russian missile and drone attacks hit Kyiv, Zaporizhzhia, Kharkiv, and
more. In Kyiv, several buildings caught fire or were damaged across three
districts of the city. In Zaporizhzhia, homes and a shopping center were hit,
with nine people injured. Kharkiv suffered attacks on residential and private
buildings, leaving 14 people injured, including a 7-year-old boy. In Kryvyi
Rih, high-rise buildings, a kindergarten, and a fire station were damaged,
two elderly people were injured. Poltava region also experienced strikes,

damaging an industrial facility and leaving over 18,000 people without
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electricity. In Vinnytsia and Kirovohrad regions, residential buildings were
also damaged during the attacks.

43)  Dutch Foreign and Defense Ministers make first visit to Kyiv. The newly
appointed Dutch Foreign Minister, Tom Berendsen, and Defense Minister,
Dilan Yesilgoz-Zegerius, paid their first official foreign visit to Kyiv. They
met with Ukraine’s Foreign Minister Andrii Sybiha, who said it was
symbolic that Ukraine was their first destination. He welcomed the
Netherlands’ pledge to provide over €3 billion in annual support through
2029 and to back Ukraine’s EU and NATO membership. The sides discussed
joint drone production, further pressure on Russia, a just peace, and a special
tribunal in The Hague.

44) Russia strikes Kharkiv, damaging Arts University and residential areas.
The attack hit buildings of the Kharkiv National University of Arts named
after I. P. Kotliarevsky, where windows were shattered. A dormitory
building was also damaged, and a fire broke out on the ninth floor, burning a
window frame. A drone also struck a park in the Saltivskyi district, causing
damage to the area and nearby residential buildings, where some windows
were blown out.

45) 200 Ukrainian soldiers return from Russian captivity. Ukraine has
brought home 200 servicemen from Russian captivity as part of a prisoner
exchange. Among those released are defenders of Mariupol as well as
soldiers who fought in the Donetsk, Luhansk, Kharkiv and Zaporizhzhia
regions. The freed prisoners include members of the Armed Forces, the State
Special Transport Service, border guards and National Guard troops. This is
the first stage of a prisoner swap agreed upon during negotiations in Geneva.

46) Russian missile strike kills 11 in Kharkiv, including two children.
Russian forces hit a high-rise building in Kharkiv’s Kyivskyi district with a
new Izdelie 30 ballistic missile. At least 11 people were killed and 15
injured, including two children — a 13-year-old girl and a 9-year-old boy.

The missile has a range of 1,500 km and an 800 kg warhead. The strike
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damaged 19 apartment buildings, and also destroyed a school and market
stalls. A primary school teacher d!ed with her son, and an eighth-grade
student was k!lled with her mother. Explosions were also reported in Kyiv,
Zaporizhzhia, Odesa, Vinnytsia, Khmelnytskyi, Cherkasy, and other regions.

47) Zaporizhzhia and Kyiv mentioned in Couture film starring Angelina
Jolie. The film Couture, starring Angelina Jolie, includes references to
Ukraine and even features lines in Ukrainian. Ukrainian model Yulia Ratner
appears in the movie and plays a refugee from Zaporizhzhia who later
moved to Kyiv. In one scene, her character calls her boyfriend who stayed in
Ukraine during the war and asks him to stay safe during shelling. She speaks
Ukrainian. The movie was released in Ukrainian cinemas on March 5 and
follows the stories of three women during Paris Fashion Week.

48) Zelenskyy says Ukraine now «has cards» after U.S. asks for help
protecting bases. Zelenskyy said Ukraine now «has cards» after U.S. asked
Kyiv to help protect American military bases in the Middle East from
Iranian drones. Zelenskyy compared the situation to a good card player who
doesn’t show strong cards too early. He said Ukraine may have had these
capabilities for about a year but kept them out of the spotlight. Earlier, U.S.
President Donald Trump repeatedly said Zelenskyy had “no cards” in
negotiations with Vladimir Putin and should agree to a peace deal with
Russia.

49) Russian overnight attack on Kyiv region kills 4, injures 15. Overnight on
March 14, explosions were heard in Kyiv and the surrounding region during
a Russian attack. Authorities in the city of Brovary reported a large fire
following the strikes. Four people were k!lled and 15 others were injured
across the Kyiv region. Fires and destruction were also recorded in
Obukhiv, Novi Petrivtsi, Brovary, Ukrainka, and several other settlements
across four districts. The attack also damaged five educational institutions in
the Obukhiv district — including a kindergarten, three schools, and a

vocational college. Around 8,400 homes in Ukrainka and nearly 9,700 in
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Obukhiv lost heating, and about 4,600 in Brovary, Vyshhorod, and Obukhiv
districts lost power.

50) Russian FPV drone strikes ambulance in Kharkiv region, two medics
killed. The attack happened near the village of Chervona Khvylia in the
Velykyi Burluk community while the medical team was transporting
wounded people. A 56-year-old medical technician and a 27-year-old
anesthesiologist died from their injuries. A 54-year-old paramedic suffered
multiple wounds and was hospitalized. The crew had previously worked
near the Kupiansk direction and had already survived a Russian drone attack
on February 27.

51) “Hamnet” director Chloé Zhao launches fundraiser to support Kharkiv
animal rescuers. Director Chloé Zhao offers a virtual tea chat, where people
can bid for a one-hour Zoom call with her. The auction runs until March 28,
and all money will go to Animal Rescue Kharkiv. The group was founded in
2016 and rescues animals from dangerous areas. Since the full-scale war,
volunteers have expanded their work to regions like Donetsk and Sumy, and
helped during the Kakhovka dam flooding.

52) Russian drone strike on Zaporizhzhia kills couple, injures their two
daughters. A Russian drone strike hit Zaporizhzhia on the morning of
Saturday, March 21, k!killing two people and injuring six others. The attack
destroyed a private home, where a husband and wife were found dead under
the rubble. Their two daughters, aged 15 and 11, were injured but survived.
According to doctors, the girls’ lives are not in danger. The explosion also
damaged nearby buildings and cars, and caused a fire at the site.

53) Ukraine and US hold talks in Florida on the path to peace deal. Ukrainian
and U.S. delegations held talks aimed at narrowing down key disagreements
and outlining the next steps toward ending the war. The discussions focused
on finding a path to a comprehensive peace agreement and aligning practical
approaches. Ukraine’s National Security and Defense Council Secretary

Rustem Umerov said both sides also reviewed how negotiations will
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continue. The meeting followed changes to earlier plans for trilateral talks
with Russia, which were dropped amid escalating tensions related to Iran.
One of the main sticking points remains territorial issues, particularly
Russia’s demand for full control over Donbas, which Ukraine firmly rejects.

54) 10,000 drones downed: Ukraine shows off Al-powered air defense. In
February, Ukraine set a record by shooting down over 10,000 Russian
drones. These included Shahed and Gerbera models, intercepted by fully
operational systems. Lithuania got a close look at Ukraine’s air defense in
action. Mykhailo Fedorov demonstrated Al-powered turrets and interceptor
drones in real combat.

55) Russian drone strike kills 2, injures 11 in Odesa. Russian drone strikes hit
Odesa on the night of March 28. Two people were killed and at least 11 were
injured. One victim was recovered from the rubble of a residential building,
and one injured person later died in the hospital. The attack damaged a
maternity hospital, homes, the TV center, and critical infrastructure, causing
fires that have been put out. At the maternity hospital, 80 people, including
33 medical staff, were in shelters. Damage was reported across three
districts, affecting apartments, private houses, and non-residential buildings.

56) US military learning Patriot tactics from Ukraine — General Cavoli. US
General Christopher Cavoli said American troops are now learning from
Ukrainian forces how to effectively use Patriot systems. He admitted he first
doubted Ukraine could quickly master such complex systems. In the US,
soldiers usually train for a long time to operate them. However, he said
Ukrainian troops adapted extremely fast and now handle them with
confidence. According to him, some of Ukraine’s approaches are now being
adopted by the US military.

57) Kyiv region marks 4 years since de-occupation. Ukrainian forces,
together with volunteers and locals, pushed Russian troops out after 38 days
of fighting. On April 2, 2022, the last Russian units left Bucha, Hostomel,

and Borodianka, while Irpin had been freed earlier. The aftermath revealed

that over 1,370 civilians were killed, including 714 who were tortured.
Nearly 27,000 buildings were damaged, with towns like Borodianka and
Moshchun losing up to 70% of their infrastructure.

58) Kharkiv faces heaviest Russian attack of the year. Kharkiv came under its
most intense Russian attack since the beginning of the year, according to
Mayor Thor Terekhov. The city was struck by a combination of ballistic
missiles and drones, resulting in 37 strikes across 18 different locations. For
the first time, Russia reportedly used jet-powered combat drones, which
move much faster and leave almost no time for civilians to react. At least 25
residential apartment buildings and three non-residential sites were
damaged. The Kyivskyi district suffered the most severe destruction,
including a direct hit on an apartment building. Additional damage was
reported in other districts, including a burned-out office building and heavily
affected private homes. Five people, including an infant, were injured in a
night attack, and seven more were injured in a morning strike, with one
person killed.

59) Russian FPV drone strike on Nikopol market kills 5, injures 25. Five
people were killed after Russian FPV drones struck a market in Nikopol,
Dnipropetrovsk region, on Saturday, April 4. The victims include three
women and two men. The number of injured has risen to 25, including a
child. Among those in critical condition are a 14-year-old girl and two men
aged 28 and 72. The attack caused a fire and damaged market stalls and a
shop.

60) Zelenskyy warns Putin could target Kharkiv and Dnipro after Donbas.
President Volodymyr Zelenskyy warned that Vladimir Putin is unlikely to
stop if Russia gains full control of the Donbas region. He said Moscow
could then attempt to expand its offensive toward major cities like Dnipro
and Kharkiv. Zelenskyy also criticized the approach of Trump’s team, saying
they have failed to fully understand Russia’s intentions. He pointed out that

envoy Steve Witkoff and Jared Kushner spent too much time engaging with
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Kremlin officials. According to Zelenskyy, Ukraine has a clearer
understanding of Putin’s mindset and long-term military goals. He stressed
that some in the U.S. underestimate the importance of Donbas and wrongly
believe Putin can be trusted, despite the risk of continued aggression.

61) Ukraine brings back 175 soldiers and 7 civilians in pre-Easter prisoner
swap. Ahead of Easter, Ukraine and Russia carried out a prisoner exchange
on April 11, bringing home 175 Ukrainian service members. The group
includes soldiers from the Armed Forces, National Guard, and Border Guard
Service, as well as seven civilians captured in 2022. Most of those released
had been held since the early months of the full-scale invasion. They
defended Mariupol, the Chornobyl nuclear power plant, and other frontlines
across Ukraine. It was the 72nd exchange, during which 25 officers were
freed after Russia had previously refused to release them. Many were
captured during the battle for Mariupol. The youngest is 22 years old, and
the oldest is 63.

62) Ukraine reports 2,299 Russian breaches of Easter ceasefire. By 7:00 a.m.
on April 12, Russian forces had violated the “Easter ceasefire” 2,299 times.
Nearly 500 of those incidents happened overnight. The violations included
assaults, hundreds of shelling attacks, and widespread use of kamikaze and
FPV drones. By morning, Russia had launched dozens of guided bomb
airstrikes, along with thousands of drone and shelling attacks on Ukrainian
positions and settlements. The truce, announced by Putin from 4:00 p.m. on
April 11 until the end of April 12, was met with Zelenskyy stating that
Ukraine was ready to act reciprocally.

63) Russian missile attack on Kyiv kills 4, injures 60. Strikes were recorded
in the Podil, Obolon, and Shevchenkivskyi districts. Four people were killed,
including a 12-year-old child and his mother. At least 60 people were
injured, among them four children, and 30 victims were taken to hospitals
for treatment. The heaviest damage was reported in Podil and Obolon, where

warehouses caught fire and residential buildings and apartments were badly
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damaged. The attack also injured ambulance workers, and one ambulance
that arrived at the scene was destroyed.

64) Russian missile and drone attack on Odesa kills 9, injures 23. Nine
people were kl!lled and another 23 were injured in the strike. Search and
rescue operations are still ongoing as emergency crews continue clearing the
damage. The city declared a day of mourning after the attack. Russian
strikes damaged port facilities, critical infrastructure, residential areas, and a
house. More than 300 windows were shattered by the blast wave, and
damage was also reported in a park in the Prymorskyi district.

65) Four killed, 30 injured in a massive Russian attack on Dnipro. Russia
launched a large-scale overnight strike on Dnipro on April 16, killing four
people and injuring 30 others. Among the victims were three women and a
48-year-old man who died in the hospital after suffering critical injuries. The
attack damaged office and administrative buildings, residential homes, a
business, and several cars. A five-story apartment building was damaged,
and part of a private house was destroyed. One of the university buildings in
the city was also hit and damaged.

66) Dua Lipa helps raise funds to buy pickup for Ukrainian medical battalion.
Dua Lipa and her media platform Service95 helped buy a pickup truck for
Ukraine’s First Separate Medical Battalion. The battalion shared the news
and posted a video showing the vehicle. In a statement, the unit jokingly said
that the chances of Dua Lipa helping raise money for a car may have seemed
small, but they were never zero. Back in March, Service95 supported a
charity event in London organized by Driving Ukraine to raise money for
vehicles for Ukrainian soldiers.

67) Prince Harry visits Kyiv, praises Ukraine’s strength in war. On April 23,
Prince Harry visited Kyiv and was met at the train station by Ukrainian
officials and representatives of veteran organizations. He said he wanted to
remind the world what Ukraine is going through and support those working
in very hard conditions every day. At the Kyiv Security Forum, he called
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Ukraine a leader in modern warfare and praised its development of advanced
drones and strong, adaptive forces. He also condemned Russia’s attacks on
civilians, including killings, torture, sexual violence, and forced deportations
of populations and children.

68) Kharkiv vets save cat evacuated from Kupyansk frontline. Veterinarians
in Kharkiv have saved a cat named Seryozhka after Ukrainian soldiers
evacuated him from Kupyansk in critical condition. The cat was rescued
from a dangerous area where he was exposed to constant risk due to the war.
Animal rescuers from the Kharkiv Animal Care Center said Seryozhka
arrived in severe condition with multiple injuries. He had an open fracture of
his right femur and deep wounds on his hind legs, and he is only two years
old. After a complex surgery and intensive treatment, he is now recovering
and showing steady improvement.

69) Zelenskyy attends EPC summit in Yerevan, holds key talks with
European leaders. President Volodymyr Zelenskyy arrived in Yerevan for the
European Political Community summit. He met with the Prime Minister of
Norway o discuss defense cooperation, the Drone Deal, and Ukraine’s
energy needs for winter. During talks with the Prime Minister of Finland, he
proposed expanding partnership through a Drone Deal and sharing Ukraine’s
expertise. In his meeting with the Prime Minister of the UK Keir Starmer,
they focused on defense support, the PURL program, and peace
negotiations. He also met with the Prime Minister of the Czech Republic
Andrej Babis to discuss stronger ties and Ukraine’s EU path.

70) Russia strikes Dnipro with missiles, hitting dormitory: 1 killed, 11
injured. Russia launched five missiles at Dnipro, with one striking a student
dormitory. The attack killed one person and injured 11 others, including a
nine-year-old girl; six victims were hospitalized. Among the injured, two
men aged 21 and 24 and a 69-year-old woman are in moderate condition.

The strike also damaged a college, a university, a high-rise building, up to 10
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private houses, and multiple cars. A public transport stop and a passing
trolleybus were hit by the blast, but passengers survived.

71)  Ukrainian teenagers rescue victims after Russian strike on Zaporizhzhia.
Two teenagers were among the first to help victims after Russian guided
bomb strikes hit Zaporizhzhia on May 5. Despite the risk of more attacks,
17-year-old Oleksandr and 14-year-old Rostyslav rushed to the scene. They
helped carry wounded people to safety and provided first aid. Witnesses said
the boys had tourniquets and other medical supplies with them. Oleksandr
said he evacuated at least six or seven injured people, while Rostyslav
helped rescue four others. The strikes damaged homes, a dormitory, and
other civilian buildings, killing 12 people and injuring 45.

72) Russia strikes center of Pryluky with ballistic missile, killing three. At
least three people were killed and 29 injured after a Russian strike on the
center of Pryluky in Chernihiv region. One of the victims was a 15-year-old
boy who later died in hospital from severe shrapnel wounds. The attack
damaged homes, schools, pharmacies, businesses, and a shopping center
near the impact site. A fire also broke out at the Epicentr hypermarket,

where two employees were injured.
