Theoretical backround of empirical research methods

Literature search
For this assignment you conduct a literature search on one (or more) of the

proposed subjects via a digital data system (preferably PsycINFO). The purpose of
this assignment is that you discover the uses (and of course the limitations) of
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sources like PsycINFO. As a student you will find this experience very useful, for
instance in preparations for your B.A. or M.A. dissertations, or for your Ph.D.
thesis. The way these data systems work is almost uniform. So, in case you write a
paper on a subject that is not related to scientific approaches in the Arts, you can
also use the experience on other sources that basically work the same way (e.g.,
Historical Abstracts; Language and Language Behavior Abstracts; Arts &
Humanities Citation Index; Modern Language Association library (MLA); MUSE.

Conduct a literature search for one of the following subjects:

a. Television and fantasy play. Suppose you need to answer the
following question for a research project of your own: what do we know about the
effects of watching television on young children’s use of their imagination during
play?

b. Canned laughter. Television comedy is often accompanied by a tape
of audience laughter. It is hoped that this will affect appreciation of the humor in
these shows. But does it work? For this assignment you try to find out what
research has been done on this subject.

C. Understanding a story character’s emotions. While reading a story we
often infer the emotional states of the characters. Even when it is not explicitly
stated what their feelings are, we do understand their responses, maybe in terms of
our own experiences. Now, for this assignment you try to find out what we actually
know about this aspect of the reading process.

d. Film music. Our emotional responses to film are often assumed to be
manipulated by the use of music. Sometimes you hear people say a particular scene
would not be all that thrilling without the frightening soundtrack. Try to find out
what we know about the effects of music on suspense.

e. Music and cognition. Some believe that classical music affects our
cognitive abilities. For this assignment you conduct a literature study to find out
what we know about these effects.

f. The effects of art education. For this assignment you find out what is
known about the effect of art education. Concentrate on the visual arts.

Find ten articles on one or more of these subjects, and report the full
bibliographic information. Keep in mind the following criteria:

. The studies pertain to the theme of the assignment (check the abstracts
whether they actually do before you hand in your assignment);
. The studies should be empirical; the findings concern a sample of

human beings, and are obtained through methods of qualitative or quantitative
methods;
. The studies that you cite should be the most recent ones available;

Experiment and processing data

For self-study: Running tests
In most scientific studies you will need to run statistical tests. Generally, the
purpose of these tests is to determine whether the differences between subgroups’
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scores on certain variables are significant. However, almost always you first need
to explore the data. The results of your explorations are what we called in Chapter
8, descriptive statistics. The following assignments should train you in some of the
basic procedures.

Assignment 1

Read through the questionnaire of Ilonka’s study and open the document
Ilonka.sav in SPSS. Answer the following question before you go to the first part
of assignment 1: What do you think the purpose of her study was?

1. Measures of central tendency.

1.1. Calculate the (a) mean, (b) median, (c) mode, (d) range and (e) standard
deviation for the variable hours tv (see section 8.6 of chapter 8 for instructions);
(f) add a bar chart to visualize the results. (g) Using the definitions of these terms
(see section 8.2 of the chapter) describe your findings. (h) As you may have seen,
the bar chart is not easy to interpret: what is the problem, and how could you solve
it?

1.2. Investigate the distribution of participants’ background variables. Focus
on the following variables: birthcou, ethnic, language. Calculate (a) mean, (b)
median, (c) mode, (d) range and (e) standard deviations — in short, you can use the
settings of 1.1. However, this time (f) make for each of these variables a pie
diagram based on percentages. (g) Describe the results. (h) What level of
measurement do we have here? (see Chapter 5 to fresh up your memory), (i)
describe which of the measures of central tendency make sense and which do not,
using your answer under (h).
